2. No bidder may withdraw his proposal for a period of thirty (30) days after the date and hour set for the opening of bids.

3. All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Tulsa, Oklahoma, and delivery to City of Tulsa location shall be without additional charge.

4. The bidder shall attach the manufacturer's name of the equipment or material to be furnished, type, model numbers, manufacturer's 

    descriptive bulletins and specifications. All guarantees and warranties should be clearly stated. This data shall be in sufficient 
    detail  to describe accurately the equipment or material to be furnished. Manufacturer's specifications, in respect to the successful 
    bidder,  shall be considered as part of his contract with the City of Tulsa.

5. The bidder shall show in the proposal both the unit prices and total amount, where required, of each item listed. In the event of 

    error or discrepancy in the mathematics, the unit prices shall prevail.

6. Any exceptions or deviations from written specifications shall be shown in writing and attached to the bid form.

7. Each bidder agrees to comply with the terms of Title 5, Chapter 1, of Tulsa, Oklahoma Charter and revised ordinances relating to

    equal employment opportunity.

9. The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any technicalities in the bidding, and to award each item to

    different bidders or all items to a single bidder.

 10. All bids must be accompanied by bidders bond, cash, certified or cashier's check in the amount shown on the face of the bid form.   This amount shall be retained by the City of Tulsa as liquidated damages in the event the successful bidder (or bidders) fails to execute a contract, if required. The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

             12. Direct purchase of certain items of equipment or material by the City of Tulsa are exempt from Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma 

                   Sales Tax. In such cases the bidder shall quote prices which do not include Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma Sales Tax. The City 

                   of Tulsa will furnish executed exemption certificates upon presentation by the bidder at the time of purchase.

             13. Bid must show number of days required for delivery under normal conditions. Failure to state delivery time obligates bidder to complete delivery in fourteen (14) calendar days. Unrealistically short or long delivery promises may cause bid to be disregarded. Contractor must keep Purchasing Department advised at all times of status of order. Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the Purchasing Agent to purchase supplies elsewhere and charge full increase of cost and handling to defaulting contractor. Consistent failure to meet delivery promises without valid reason may cause removal from bid list.

INTRODUCTION:
The City of Tulsa desires to retain a consultant to prepare plans and documents for the revision of the Urban Renewal Plan for the Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T. Sectors of the Neighborhood Devleopment Program (Okla. A-6) area.

The analysis of existing plans and neighborhood conditions will address metropolitan wide as well as neighborhood factors and trends contributing to blighting conditions and, to a limited extent, will assess the effectiveness of past renewal efforts to rejuvenate neighborhoods.  Utilizing this analysis, citizen planning teams from the plan Sectors will be recruited and engaged in a citizen planning process to identify and evaluate altenative strategies to rejuvenate neighborhoods.  From these activities, plan revisions will be created and communicated to the Tulsa Development Authority.

The general plan area includes much of the area north of downtown Tulsa from the Tulsa-Osage County line on the west to Highway 75 on the east and from the north leg of the inter dispersal loop on the south to Apache Street on the north.  Specifically, the Lincoln and Dunbar Sectors are bound by Pine Street on the south, Apache Street on the north, the Midland Valley Rail Road on the west, and Peoria Avenue on the east.  The Booker T. Sector is bound by Virgin Street on the south, Apache Street on the north, Peoria Avenue on the west, and the quarter section line between Peoria Avenue and Lewis Avenue on the east.

 BACKGROUND:
On September 30, 1969, the Board of Commissioners of the City of Tulsa approved an Urban Renewal Plan for the Neighborhood Development Program area (Okla. A-6).  Through exrtensive neighborhood participation, detailed plans for several Sectors of the Urban Renewal area were developed during the 1970’s, including detailed plans for the Sectors involved in this proposed plan review effort.

The original detailed Urban Renewal Plan for the Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T. Sectors was adopted in the 1970’s.  The Plan for Lincoln/Dunbar Sectors was extensively reexamined and reviewed in 1989.  During the mid 1990’s, Virgin Avenue was widened and improved, a new senior complex was developed on the site of the old Dunbar School, and intensive work was undertaken in the Lincoln/Dunbar Sectors to clean up the neighborhood, remove blighted structures, develop opportunity sites for new home construction, and encourage new home construction.

NEEDS:

The Urban Renewal Plan for the Neighborhood Development Program (Okla. A-6) area will expire September 30, 1999.  Before the expiration date for the Plan, an evaluation of the status of the implementaiton of current Plan, an evaluation of the appropriateness of the current Plan, any required revisions to the current Plan, and an evaluation of the resources needed to implement the resulting Plan for the Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T. Sectors needs to be undertaken.  Additionally, the new Peoria Avenue and the new commercial area at Pine Street and Peoria Avenue will be built over the next few years.  

The effect of and new opportunities provided by these improvements need to be assessed and incorporated into the Plan for the Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T. Sectors.

SCOPE OF SERVICES:
The major work activities required for this project are itemized below and will be the basis for negotiating the Professional Services contract to be awarded.

Potential consultants are encourged to expand on the task descriptions as part of their proposal to identify their approach to completing the tasks.

The consultant shall, in a satisfactory and proper manner as determined by City, be responsible for completing revisions for the Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T. Sectors of the Neighborhood Development Program (Okla. A-6) Urban Renewal Plan.  To accomplish this, the Consultant will:

1. Recuit citizen planning team volunteers from each of the two different Sector areas (Lincoln/Dunbar and Booker T.) with the assistance of City Urban Development Department staff and conduct at least two training sessions on plan devleopment with said volunteers;

2. With each of the two planning teams in at least one planning meeting, review and analyze all appropriate existing plans and neighborhood conditions from existing published and unpublished materials available from the City and from field drive-by surveys and develop written materials and maps indicating relevant data, existing activities, and any known proposed activities.  Prepare a summary report that outlines existing conditions and identifies issues, needs, and opportunities for review and discussion by the planning teams and Urban Development Department staff;

3. With each of the two planning teams in at least one planning meeting and in consultation with the Urban Development Department staff, develop alternative land use, street, park, open space, drainage, utility , and needed acquisition plans and report said alternatives in appropriate maps and written text  for review and discussion by the planning teams and Urban Development Department staff;

4. Complete proposed Urban Reneweal Plan Revisions for all above said Sectors, including illustrated site plan sketch revisions, land use plan revisions, preliminary engineering cost estimates, preliminary acquisition, park, open space, and drainage plans, and appropriate plan text revisions based upon planning team recommendairtons and the consultant’s expertise; and

5. Present proposed Urban Renewal Plan Revisions for all above said Sectors to City Urban Development Department staff for review and to the Board of Commissioners of the Tulsa Development Authority for preliminary consideration and determination, make any further needed revisions to the Urban Renewal Plan revisions for all above said Sectors, and present Urban Renewal Plan Revisions for all above said Sectors to the Board of Commissioners of the Tulsa Devleopment Authority for final consideration, to the Tulsa Metropolitan Planning Commission for consideration, and to the City Council and its subcommittees for final approval.

PROPOSALS:

The following should be submitted:

A. COVER LETTER
B. UNDERSTANDING OF THE PROJECT
This section shall demonstrate the Consultant’s understanding of the scope of work and summarize the methodology to be used to accomplish each activity.

C. PROJECT SCHEDULE
A timetable for completion of the project shall be provided with the dates of deliverables and decision points noted.

D. PROJECT ORGANIZATION AND STAFF
The qualifications of the Consultant should be summarized, including recent experience that is directly applicable to this project.

A brief section should be included explaining the reason(s) why this Consultant might be uniquely qualified to undertake this project.  References and a current client list shall be provided.

CONSULTANT SELECTION:

It is the intent of the City of Tulsa to select the Consultant(Is) to conduct this project who best demonstrates a clear understanding of the tasks, proposes the most feasible work plan, and demonstrates the most relevant experience and capabilities.

All submittals will be reviewed and evaluated by a Consultant Selection Committee pursuant to Executive Orfder No. 90-09 and No. 90-12.  No more than three submittees will be interviewed prior to a final selection.

The Consultant Selection Committee and the City of Tulsa reserve the right to reject any or all proposals.  The City may choose to divide the work into separate phases, awarding professional service contracts to individual Consultants as may be appropriate.

A Contract(s) will be awarded based on satisfactory negotiations with the selected Consultant(s) concerning time frames,  specific work element products, and related fees.
