The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

PART ONE, MATERIALS:

The Tulsa Police Department requires reflective and non-reflective vinyl 3-M material with Controltac adhesive in specified colors, dimensions and designs for approximately 90 or more vehicles.  3-M material, 3-M ink and 3-M Controltac adhesive must be provided, not an option.

Facility must be secure if necessary to leave vehicles inside overnight or over the weekend.  Vehicles to be picked up and delivered by the Police Department.  Vehicles with installed materials must be delivered bubble free, and must remain bubble free for the expected lifetime of the vehicle (minimum of five years).
