INTENT:

The intent of these specifications is to set minimum requirements, not to otherwise limit bidding for the supply and installation of Office Furniture for EMSA, the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma.

SCOPE:

Bidders are to base their bids on new furniture in accordance with the minimum specification as called out in this bid.

The intent of these specifications is to set minimum requirements, not to otherwise limit bidding.  Inasmuch as some designs of equipment vary among different manufacturers, the City may accept bids on equipment with minor deviations to the written specifications.  Generally, a minor deviation is defined as a deviation which does not:  (A) Materially affect the ability of the product to achieve or accomplish a necessary function or task in the manner required by the specifications; (B) Compromise the safety of the user thereof; and, (C) Produce higher latent or patent costs to the City in any of a multiplicity of ways.  The City of Tulsa specifically reserves the right to make the final judgment concerning what is or is not a minor deviation and to award the bidder(s) whose bid(s) best suit the City's need for the product being purchased.

The City does not guarantee any specific quantity to be purchased.  Quantities shown are estimated.

In areas where construciton is being done, vendor must be able to store furniture as required by department until construciton is completed.

INSURANCE:

The Contractor, and any subcontractors, shall carry and keep in force during the term of the contract policies of public liability insurance including any contractual liability assumed under the contract in the minimum amounts set forth below and workmen's compensation and employer's liability insurance in the amounts required by law.  The contractor shall also furnish an owner's protective policy in the same amounts with the City of Tulsa as the named assured by the same insurance company as the insurer of contractor's liability coverage.

SPECIFICATIONS FOR DISPATCH CONSOLE FURNITURE

The purpose of the procurement is for the replacement of Console Workstations located in EMSA’s Communications Center in the Eastern Division.  Questions about this procurement may be directed to Mark Hayden at (918) 596-3100.

It is EMSA’s desire to change from the current configuration to individual workstations.  The proposed furniture must be designed specifically for use in a high intensity, busy communications center.

Specifications are made based on the Basik 2 Dispatch Power Primary Console Furntiure Support System, provided by Watson Furniture Systems located in Bainbridge Island, WA.

All proposed furniture must meet or exceed the standards specified herein.

General Description:

Customer Design/Modular

We require a design that can be customized according to the functionality of the dispatch position and also have the capability of adding onto or re-configuring by replacing, adding or removing modules.  The console wall heights required are 30” for end panels and writing surfaces; 48” for the back panel heights.

Room Layout:

Proposer must provide a proposed layout of 3 console positions and 1 supervisor’s console positions.  A layout of the communications center is included at the end of these specifications.  The 60”monitor, located in the front of the room, must be visible by all positions.

Ergonomics:

Keyboard Platform-The height and tilt must be adjustable with the use of one hand to comply with ADA requirements.

CRT Platform-The height must be able to adjust from a sit to stand range to allow individuals to change positions during their shift by easily readjusting their console CRT’s to conform to personal preferences.  All adjustments in height must be attained with the use of one hand.  The raising mechanism shall be an electric motor.  No crank or counterbalance systems are acceptable.

CPU Storage-Adequate storage must be provided for the CPU’s in an accessible cavity area that will not compromise the ability of the indivudal to comfortably move about, and must provide ample, unobstructed knee space below the consoles.  Access to these cavities must be available from the front of the consoles. Venting will be necessary.

Durability:

The console furniture must be able to withstand constant use—24 hours per day, 365 days per year, providing ergonomic adjustments of multiple users numerous times per hour.

Materials:

Acoustical Partitions

· Solid core of 45-pound density, 1” thick core material covered with a 1/8” high-density fireproof sound absorbing subsurface, then wrapped with fabric.

· Replaceable, washing long wear trim on the top edges of the partitions.

· All fasteners must be completely concealed.

· Partitions must be able to accommodate all of the electronic accessories and computer monitors that will ble mounted, including 2-21” Monitors, 2-15” Monitors, 1-17” Monitor, 4 personal computers (mounted below), radio electronics, and a 13” Television.

· Mounting posts must be constructed of minimum 14 gauge steel tubing with the same fabric finish and trim matching the acoustical partitions.

· Leveling guides are required to accommodate uneven flooring.

Writing Surfaces

· 45-pound density 1-1/8” inch thick core material pressure bonded.

· High-pressure laminate top with a laminate backing sheet on the underside to prevent deflection.

· Primary work surface will be 24” deep by 48” wide with a 12” deep by 48” wide keyboard platform.  Right and Left hand extension work surfaces will be 36” deep by 30” wide.

· 3” diameter grommets will be placed at the rear of all primary and desktops side wring surfaces for cable drops for access into the elecrtronics cavities.

Edge Material

· All exposed edges will be treated with high impact vinyl material.  No laminate or wood edges will be allowed.

· ¾” thick core material should at least 2mm thick edging.

· 1-1/8” thick core material should have at least 3mm thick edging.

· 45-pound density 1-1/8” inch thick core material pressure bonded.

Electronics Cavities

· Cavity depths will be 16” deep with 24” high clearance under the extension work surfaces.

· Cavities include a 14-1/2” sheft to mount CPU’s and other accessories.

· There will be a 2-1/2” gap between the back of the shelf and the fabric panel and between the flooring and the bottom of the shelf for wiring acess to the cavities.

· Wire management trays must be included to bundle all wiring and cords.

· Acess to the cavities must be available for the front of the consoles via vented doors.

Fabric

· Flammability requirements must meet ASTM E-84 (Tunnel Test) or Class A or 1 and State of California Technical Bulleting 117 Section E (SC-191-53).

· Abrasion resistance must meet ASTM D-3597 MVPTS-198 standards.

Center Work Surface and Input Platform

· Adjustable with electrical drive system from 26” low to 40” high.

· Electrtical-Standard 115V, 60Hz, AC motor, UL approved.  Drawing approximately 1.6 amps under load.

· Drive System – Motor/Actuator drive with 250 lb. Lifting capacity designed for uneven load distribution.  Motor shall be thermally protected for overload, and shall automatically cut power at maximum and minimum height levels.

· Keyboard Platform-Height adjustment shall be spring assisted for easy movement anywhere between 8” above and to 5.5” below the primary work surface. Tilt adjustment range of 20 degrees (10 degrees forward and 10 degrees backward slope.)

· Adjustments-All adjustments shall be attained from the underside of the front of the input platform for ease of operation.

Electrical

· Minimum of sixteen 3 prong outlets per console on 2 UL listed, 15 amp, 120 volt power centers.

· Power centers must include a circuit breaker with surge suppression of at least 9600 amp spikes, RFI/EMI noise filtering and minimum of 12’ of cord.

Pedestals

· Must be constructed of a minimum of 45 pound density ¾” thick core material, pressure bonded with low-pressure plastic laminate on both sides to prevent deflection.

· Drawer hardware shall be full extension, precisoin ball bearing construction.

· File drawers must have built-in hanging file capability.

· Will be finished on all sides for use outside the console, and be equipped with dual-wheel front locking casters.

· High impact vinyl edge material must be used for safety reasons.  No laminate edges are allowed.

· One pedestal for each console shall be provided, and should include 2 box drawers and 1 file drawer.

Desk Top Phone Mount

· Provide a 10-1/2” high space (on angle), 10” deep and 19” wide for mounting electronics and/or phones.

· Footprint depth front to back is 18-5/8”.

· Top will be vented for air circulation.

· When standing on the work surface, the Desk Top Phone Mount should provide a space 2” high by 19” wide to slide a keyboard underneath.

· Must be constructed of a minimum of 45 pound density ¾” thick core matrerial, pressure bonded with low-pressure plastic laminate on both sides to prevent deflection.

Warranty/Service

· The dispatch furniture and support system must be warranted to be free of defects in material and workmanship for a minimum of 2 years.  When service cannot be handled locally, the manufacturer must send a factory representative to the installation at no cost to EMSA or the City.

· Satisfactory remedies must be provided with 7 days from the initial notification of a problem or defect.  Temporary solutions may be negotiated at no cost to the customer.

· The vendor must certify that spare parts will be provided within 72 hours if a console is deemed unusable.

Experience/References

· Only bidders with at least 50 previous, successful installations will be considered.

· A list of a minimum of ten Public Safety Centers, with contact names and phone numbers, installed within the past year must be provided.

Installation

· Proposer’s pricing must include pricing for all shipping, labor, tools and equipment required to install furniture.

· Proposer must provide all labor and project management for the installation of the furniture.

· Only persons authorized by the manufacturer may install the furniture.

· The communications center is located on the second floor with elevator access.

· All packing materials, boxes, etc. must be disposed of by the proposer.  The dumpsters are located approximately 400’ from the communications center.
