The intent of these specifications is to set minimum requirements, not to otherwise limit bidding for the supply of 1999 Mid-Size Police Pursuit Automobiles for the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma.

PRICES:

Prices are to be based on new, unused Police Pursuit Automobiles with all items advertised as standard equipment to be provided.  Upgrade will be acceptable.  No items will be delted or down-graded for credit.

Bidder shall bid firm prices that will remain in effect through the model year.

WARRANTY:

Standard warranty information is to be supplied with your bid.

The City of tulsa shall expect the manufacturer to have an adequate stock of replacement parts available to service City vehicles and to make deligery within a reasonable time of all normal replacement parts to their dealers who service the City vehicles.  The City further expects that warranty service and repairs as well as non-warranty service and repairs will be handled without prejudice by local dealerships throughout the United States.  The warranty shall not start until the vehicle isplaced into service.  The City will provide the successful bidder the date the vheicle is plaed into service.

METHODS OF SAMPLING, INSPECTIONS AND TESTS:

1. After bid results are tabulated, the City of Tulsa Purchasing Divison reserves the right to require samples of selected vehicles for inspection and evaluation.  Samples may be demonstrator models with equipment similar, but not necessarily identical to that listed in this specification.

2. Unless otherwise specified in the contract or purchase order, the supplier shall be responsible for the performance of all inspection and test requirements necessary to insure compliance with requirements for this specificaiton.  This does not preclude subsequent inspeciton and testimony by the City of Tulsa to further determine conformance with specificaiotn requirements of quality standards of workmanship, material and constructoin techniques.

PREPARATION FOR DELIVERY:

Pre-delivery servicing and adjustment:  Prior to acceptance by the City, the dealer shall service and adjust each vehicle for operational use, to include, as a minimum, the following:

1. Focusing of Lights.

2. Tuning of Engine.

3. Adjustment of Accessories.

4. Check of Electrical, Braking and Suspension Systems.

5. Charging of Battery(s).

6. Alignment of F ront End.

7. Inflation of Tires.

8. Balacing of all  Wheels, including the spare (if required).

9. Complete lubricaiton of Engine, Chassis and Operating Mechanisms with recommended grades of lubricants for the ambient air temperature at the point of delivery.

10. Servicing of cooling system with permanent type anti-freeze and summer coolant for a minus 30 degrees fahrenheit.

11. Full tank of fuel.

12. Oklahoma Safety Inspection Sticker.

13. Warranty papers and operator’s manual.

14. Factory certified data plates installed on vehicle door.

DELIVERY AND SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS
The successful bidder(s) shall deliver all vehicles, at their expense, to the location(s) specified by the City.  The ma ufacturer’s certificate of origin (MSO) and three (3) sets of keys are to be delivered with each vehicle.

TRAINING:

The successful bidder shall provide a minimum of eight (8) hours training and instrucitons to City of Tulsa personnel on proper operation and routine maintenance of the equipment.  Training shall be performed at a City of Tulsa facility upon delivery of equipment.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

ALTERING BIDS:
Bids cannot be altered or amended after submission deadline.  Any interlineation, alteration or erasure made before opening time and date must be initialed by the signer of the bid, guaranteeing authenticity.  Bids must be submitted in ink or typewritten.  Penciling will not be accepted.

DESCRIPTIVE LITERATURE:
Each bidder is required to furnish with their bid, catalog cuts and/or descriptive literature, properly labeled with the bid numbe rand bidder’s name, with full illustrations and detailed specificaitons for each item offered as equal to the brand name specified.
