Photography System Enlarger
The enlarger is used to make photographs larger than the 8” x 10” format.  16” x 20” mounted displays are prepared for the Federal and District court presentations.  The replacement enlarger requested in these specifications must be comparable to or exceed the Durst L1200 Color Enlarger and include chassis, baseboard, dichoric color head, 4’ x 5” light mixing box, voltage stabilized power supply, negative carrier, 34mm and 645 negative mask, 50 mm x 80 mm lens board, freight and installation.

1. Has ‘mirror’ light mixing boxes for more light output and more even coverage.

2. Body of the enlarger is made of die cast metal for strength which will not require alignment throughout the years.

3. Has a unique density diaphragm which maintains the ideal working aperture while changing magnifications.

4. Extends exposure time at the ideal working aperture to simplify dodging and burning.

5. Head and chassis have full Scheimplfug type correction of converging verticals.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

Printer/Paper Processor/Digital Unit
1. Formulation must be the ‘waterlelss’’ technology using tablet chemistry.  This prevents chemical mess and mix errors, can be shipped as non-hazardous and is considered OSHA friendly:  No odor, no mixing errors, no liquid spills, no hazardous materials, low replenishment rate.

2. Dry to dry time must be no longer than 2 minutes, 30 seconds.
