INTENT:
It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, an annual source of supply for furnishing Network and Data Cabling and Equipment for the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma.  The City reserves the right to award this bid to overall low bidder.

GENERAL:

Deviations from specifications on specified items will not be allowed.

The City reserves the right to make the final decision as to the quality of any equipment and to award the bid in the best interest of the City.

All material bid shall be new and the latest production model.

Warranty and delivery information shall be provided with the bid proposal.

SUPPORTIVE MATERIAL:

All material submitted by a bidder as part of the “Invitation for Sealed Bid” shall be considered the property of the City of Tulsa.  The City reserves the right to request, at its discretion, additional information for clarifying the bid submitted.

CITY CONTRACT:

Any questions regarding this “Invitation for Sealed Bid” will be handled as promptly and directly as possible.  If a question requires only clarification of instruction or specifications, it will be handled verbally.  If any question results in a change or addition to the “Invitation for Sealed bid”, the changes or additions will be forwarded to all vendors as quickly as possible by addendum.

COST OF RESPONSE TO INVITATION FOR SEALED BID:

Bidders agree the city will not be liable for any costs associated with the preparation, transmittal or presentation of any bid in response to this “Invitation for Sealed Bid”.  Further, the City will not be liable for any cost associated with the preparation of materials for, nor the conduct of any benchmark testing which may be required, except for the costs associated with the transportation, lodging and subsistence for City personnel.

RELIANCE ON SUPPORT:

It is essential that the City be convinced that the successful bidder is capable of providing required services at acceptable levels throughout the anticipated life cycle of the contract.

RIGHT TO REJECT:

The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any or all bids, or may reject or accept any quantity and/or line item at price quoted.  In addition, the bidder shall recognize the right of the City to reject a bid if the bidder fails to submit the data required in the bidding document, or if the bid is in any way incomplete, or irregular, or is not in total compliance with the specifications.  Any departure from the specifications should be stated in the bid with an explanation of reason for the change.

Bidder will submit two (2) copies of each bid, including sample contracts.

EQUIPMENT:

All equipment proposed must be new, be maximum state-of-the-art development and a standard product line by the manufacturer.  All LAN hardware must meet Federal Communications Commission (FCC) requirements and be certified by the FCC to comply with Class B limits, Part 15 of FCC rules.

VENDOR CONTACT:

Vendors should designate a contact should any questions arise concerning a bid response.  The vendor should also state the name and title of individuals who will make final decision regarding contractual commitment and have legal corporate authority to execute the contract in the vendor’s behalf.

If, during the term of the contract, the bidder’s net prices to other customers for items like those listed herein are reduced below the price quoted herein, it is understood and agreed that the benefits of such reduction shall be extended to the City of Tulsa.  The supplier will, within fifteen (15) days, provide written notice to the Purchasing Division of the specific amount of decrease and the date of effect.

Escalation and de-escalation clause shall be in effect for the two (2) one (1) year renewal options and any escalation or de-escalation of prices shall be based on the consumer price index.

In the event of price adjustment, the successful bidders shall notify the City (in writing) within sixty (60) days prior to expiration of each contract period of such price adjustments.

SECONDARY OR BACK-UP SOURCE:

The City reserves the right to enter into contract with the second low bidder to be used as a secondary or back-up source.  This source would be used only in the vent of the failure of the primary source(s) ability to supply the full needs of the City.

RIGHT TO AUDIT:

Bidder fully understands that it is a condition of this bid to allow the City to audit for goods, services, materials and/or supplies provided to the City of Tulsa.  Bidder agrees to provide timely access to its books and records on Bidder's premises upon reasonable request by City staff.  Bidder further agrees that it shall provide City personnel reasonable access and such clerical assistance as City staff may require for examination and audit of those portions of Bidder's books and records relating to the goods, services, materials and/or supplies furnished to the City during the term of any contract between Bidder and City.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If a bidder discovers any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission or other error in this RFB, they shall immediately notify the City contact stated on page five (5) of this bid document of such error in writing and request modification or clarification of the document at least one week prior to the proposal due date.  Modifications will be made by issuing an addendum.  Written notice will be given to all parties who have been furnished with the RFB without divulging the source of the request for same.

If a bidder fails to notify the City prior to the date and time fixed for submission of proposals of an error of ambiguity in the RFB known to them, or an error or ambiguity that reasonably should have been known to them, they shall not be entitled to compensation or time by reason of the error/ambiguity of its late resolution.

The City may also modify the RFB prior to the date and time fixed for submission of proposals by issuance of an addendum to all parties who have received the RFB, at least one week prior to the proposal due date.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
Bidder shall take the necessary actions to ensure its facilities and employment practices are in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any costs of such compliance will be the sole responsibility of Bidder.

CONTRACT:

The bid submitted will be incorporated as part of the contract.

The successful bidder will be required to enter into a contract with the City of Tulsa within ten (10) days after submission of same.

The term of the contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning from the date it is executed by the City.  The contract shall be renewable, with consent of both parties, or two (2) successive one (1) year periods.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT

Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required;

whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

Terms and conditions shown on the reverse side of "Invitation for Sealed Bids" form TUL 435 apply to this transaction.

The City reserves the right to award to overall low bidder or to multiple bidders whichever meets the interest of the City.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT OPTION

The price paid for a commodity under this contract shall not change during the term of this contract.  However, if the bidder anticipates that it will not be able to maintain firm prices for any renewal period, a change in price may be allowed in a renewal of this contract if the following criteria are met:

(1) The bidder includes a formula, to be used to calculate a change in price at the time of renewal, in the bid for the initial contract.  Such formula shall be reasonable, objective and capable of measurement.

(2) The contractor notifies the City, in writing, no later than 30 days prior to the expiration of the initial contract period, or any renewal period, of its intent to exercise the right to escalate or de-escalate prices under the contract.  The notice shall include a calculation of the price increase or decrease requested including the formula used.
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
