3. All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Tulsa, Oklahoma, and delivery to City of Tulsa location shall be without additional charge.

4. The bidder shall attach the manufacturer's name of the equipment or material to be furnished, type, model numbers, manufacturer's 

    descriptive bulletins and specifications. All guarantees and warranties should be clearly stated. This data shall be in sufficient 
    detail  to describe accurately the equipment or material to be furnished. Manufacturer's specifications, in respect to the successful 
    bidder,  shall be considered as part of his contract with the City of Tulsa.

5. The bidder shall show in the proposal both the unit prices and total amount, where required, of each item listed. In the event of 

    error or discrepancy in the mathematics, the unit prices shall prevail.

6. Any exceptions or deviations from written specifications shall be shown in writing and attached to the bid form.

INTENT:
To secure bids for Retread Tires for the City of Tulsa on an annual basis.

The intent of these specifications is to set minimum requirements, not to otherwise limit bidding.  Inasmuch as some designs of equipment vary among different manufacturers, the City may accept bids on equipment with minor deviations to the written specifications.  Generally, a minor deviation is defined as a deviation which does not:  (A) Materially affect the ability of the product to achieve or accomplish a necessary function or task in the manner required by the specifications; (B) Compromise the safety of the user thereof; and, (C) Produce higher latent or patent costs to the City in any of a multiplicity of ways.  The City of Tulsa specifically reserves the right to make the final judgment concerning what is or is not a minor deviation and to award the bidder(s) whose bid(s) best suit the City's need for the product being purchased.

EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION BY CONTRACTOR PROHIBITED:

A.
During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:


(1)
The contractor will not discriminate against any employees or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex or national origin, except where religion, sex or national origin is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the contractor.  The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provision of this nondiscrimination clause.

The contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employment placed by or on behalf of the contractor, will state that such contractor is an equal opportunity employer.


(3)
Notices, advertisements and solicitations placed in accordance with federal law, rule or regulation shall be deemed sufficient for the purpose of meeting the requirements of this section.

B.
The contractor will include the provision of the foregoing paragraphs of this section in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.
AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
Bidder shall take the necessary actions to ensure its facilities and employment practices are in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any costs of such compliance will be the sole responsibility of Bidder.

CONTRACT AND PERFORMANCE BOND:
The successful bidder will be required to enter into contract with the City in accordance with Item 15 or the Terms and Conditions as printed on page 4 of the Invitation for Sealed Bids Form.  The term of the contract will be for one (1) year with the option to renew for four (4) additional years, renewable annually with agreement between both parties concerned.

A Performance Bond in the amount of $1,000.00 will be required at the time of contract signing as well as proof of any insurance documents required herein.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT OPTION:

The price paid for a commodity under this contract shall not change during the term of this contract.  However, if the bidder anticipates that it will not be able to maintain firm prices for any renewal period, a change in price may be allowed in a renewal of this contract if the following criteria are met:

1. The bidder includes a formula, to be used to calculate a change in price at the time of renewal, in the bid for the initial contract.  Such formula shall be reasonable, objective and capable of measurement.

2. The contractor notifies the city, in writing, no later than 30 days prior to the expiration of the initial contract period, or any renewal period, of its intent to exercise the right to escalate or de-escalate prices under the contract.  The notice shall include a calculation of the increase or decrease requested including the formula used.

INSURANCE:

The Vendor(s), and any subcontractors, shall carry and keep in force during the term of the contract a policy of employer’s liability insurance in the amount of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000).

The policy shall provide a clause stating that it cannot be canceled by the insurer without the insurer first giving the City thirty (30) days written notice of cancellation.  The successful Vendor(s) and all subcontractors shall furnish the City a certificate of insurance showing such coverage prior to execution of a contract with the City.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:

Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.

Technical Specifications

1. Delivery:  Merchandise shall be delivered within seven (7) days of the purchase order date.  If there is an uncontrollable delay in delivery that would cause the time to exceed the thirty day limit, the contractor shall notify the ordering entity in writing of the anticipated delay, revised delivery date, and the cause of the delay.  Should the excess delivey time be unacceptable to the City of Tulsa, the order may be cancelled without recourse of the contractor and the merchandise purchased off contract.  Delays in the delivery could result in the purchsae cost difference being charged to the contractor or the contract being cancelled or both.
2. Shipping Conditions:  All orders shall be shipped F.O.B. destination, Freight Prepaid and Allowed to the destination address on the purchase order.  Orders picked up by an entity at a dealers address shall be under the same delivery conditions, except at the dealers shipping dock or the customer’s normal pickup point at the dealer’s place of business.
3. Minimum Order:  No purchase orders less than one hundred dollars ($100.00) will be issued for any commodities covered by this contract.
4. General Product Specifications:  In addition to the individual commodity specifications listed opposite each commodity heading, all commodities bid shall be of good and merchantable quality and shall meet specification minimums established by the National Motor Traffic Safety Administration through the Federal Motor Vehicle  Safety Standards (FMVSS) for retread tires, FMVSS 117.  Minimum tread depth of tires bid shall be based upon general tread design categories as stipulated in Section 10.0, Minimum Tread Depth.  The category and name of the tread design bid shall be written in the space provided next to each tire style specified and a pictorial representation of said design shall be included with the bid.
6.  Minimum Tread Depth:  The following table establishes the minimum tread depth per tread design/tire catetory.  The tread design being bid and the actual tread depth shall be entered for each tire bid in the space provided in the detailed specifications.

Unless otherwise specified, commercial grade type truck tires shallb el processed using materials cointaining antioxidants of a quality to provide standard resistance to weathering.  Turing temperature of processing isz to not exceed 210 degrees Fahrenheit.

6.  Specifications Adherence and Literature Requirement:  Detailed specifications and catalog literature for each item bid is requested with bid, but in any case shall be submitted promptly at the request of the City of Tulsa Tulsa.  Failure to do so is cause to disqualify bid.
6.1  The burden of proof of specification compliance shall rest solely with the bidder.  If no exceptions are taken to any specificaiton by the specific act of writing such exceptions as a referenced attachment to the bid (inclusion of literature alone is not a recognized exception to the specifications), the vendor shall be required to furnish the items specified by the City of Tulsa in complete compliance with these specifications.
6.2  The contractor and all suppliers of commodities sold under this contract shall adhere to the guidelines set forth by the National Tire Dealers Association tire “Retread Processing Manual” dated 1992 or any revision thereafter.

7.  Casing Trade-in:  Upon mutual agreement between the vendor and contract user, the vendor shall accept from contract user all old casings as trade-ins on an equal quantity basis as the number of retread tires ordered.
8. Certification:  To be eligible for a contract award, vendor shall supply products from sources that have current certification under the U.S. General Services Administration, Automotive Commodity Center’s Federal Tire Program, Quality Assurance Facility Inspection Program (QAFIP).  Such certification shall have been issued within the last twelve months of any portion of the year of the bid opening date and shall be maintained in effect during the entire contract period.  A copy of the certificaitons shall be submitted with bid and subsequent certifications shall be submitted as issued.
9. Effect of Exceptions:  Bid must be in strict accord with the specifications contained herein.  Any deviations from these specifications must be detailed in writing as a separate cross-referenced instrument giving the exact nature of the specification deviation and a detailed explanation of the effect of said deviation upon the quality of the product being bid as contrasted to the specified commodity.  Any exceptions or deviations determined by the City of Tulsa to be non-conforming to the specifications contained herein will result in disqualification of the item(s) bid.
10.  Warranties:  All tires offered under the terms of this contract shall carry a warranty similar to that offered for a new tire with a minimum adjustment scales as follows:
10.1 Tires failing at and before 25% of the original tread is worn shall be    refunded at full retread tire cost.
10.2  Tires failing beyond 25% shall be adjusted on a prorated basis calculated on the remaining tread down to 2/32 inch at which point no adjustment is due.
A copy of each warranty offered shall be submitted with bid and clearly marked as to which product the warranty applies.

11. Vendor Qualification:  The awarded vendor (contractor) shall be a factory authorized dealer as appropriate for the commodities bid and supplied in accord with the contract specifications.
