INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, a source(s) of supply for furnishing Polymer for the City of Tulsa, Public Works Department.

City of Tulsa, OK

Sludge Dewatering, Southside WWTP

Specifications for Sludge Dewatering Polymer

1 Scope:

1.1 It is the intent to procure only that type of chemical known as organic polymer which are synthetic, high molecular weight, water soluble polyelectrolytes manufactured specifically as flocculant for applications in waste treatment.  Under this contract the successful bidder shall furnish and deliver sludge conditioning chemical (organic polymer flocculant) for use at the Southside Sludge Dewatering Facility, Tulsa, OK for one (1) year (annual contract).

1.2 Bidders will have the opportunity as an add-alternate under this contract to provide the identical product referred to in Section 1.1 to the Haikey Creek Wastewater Treatment plant, Broken Arrow, OK.   The product supplied to the Haikey Creek plant will be provided in 275 gallon, returnable “totes” as specified in Sections 2.5 and 5.2.

1.3 Liquid emulsions or dispersions are acceptable.  No other forms will be allowed, such as dry grade polymers, solutions or mannichs.  Dry grade reject (fines) will not be acceptable.

1.4 Bidders must be the recognized manufacturer of the product offered and shall have been in the business of polymer manufacturing for a minimum of eight years. Prospective vendors will provide references to a minimum of three (3) wastewater treatment facilities of 10 MGD or larger, where the proposed product is in use.   References shall include contact names and telephone numbers.  Eligibility is further limited to those products that have been previously tested in on-site plant trials and are proven to meet or exceed the plant performance specifications. 

1.5 Vendors shall provide competently trained personnel familiar with sludge dewatering and skilled in the use of the proposed product.

1.6 Product bids submitted without meeting the pre-qualification requirements will be rejected.

2 General Information:

2.1 The Southside sludge dewatering facility, comprised of five (5), two-meter Andritz SMX-8 Belt Filter Presses, expects to dewater approximately 5,500 dry ton of solids per year.

2.2 The plant has the ability to run both liquid emulsion and dispersion polymers.

2.3 The liquid system is the Dynablend Mixing System by Fluid Dynamics.  Neat Polymer (product as supplied) is stored in quantities of 5,000 gallons and metered into the dynablend where a pre-determined concentration is mixed.  The mixed solution flows to a storage tank where it is pumped to the belt filter presses.

2.4 The liquid emulsion or dispersion must not be allowed to separate while stored in the bulk tank.  If the product supplied separates, then the supplier must supply a recirculation pump properly sized to maintain a homogenous liquid.  The pump shall be supplied, installed and maintained by the supplier, including all associated cost.  The pump shall be removed by the supplier at the conclusion of the contract, or the supplier can propose to sell the pump to the City at fair market value.

2.5 The Haikey Creek wastewater treatment plant, comprised of two (2), two-meter Andritz SMX-8 Belt Filter Presses, expects to dewater approximately 2400 dry ton of solids per year (see Scope, Section 1.1).

3 General Plant Description

3.1 The Southside Plant is a 42 MGD facility utilizing primary plus secondary treatment.  A 50/50 blend of primary and secondary (WAS) is co-settled in primary clarifiers, thickened and sent to anaerobic digesters where it is digested.

3.2 Digested Sludge is pumped approximately 2 miles to the 71st Street Sludge Dewatering Facility where it is held in holding tanks; the holding tanks incorporate mixers.  The sludge is fed to the presses through rotary lobe sludge feed pumps.  The dewatered sludge cake is conveyed to trucks where it is hauled to agricultural sites.

4 Polymer Performance Criteria:

4.1 The required performance under this contract is as follows:

4.2 The design range for feed solids to the presses is 1.20% to 2.5% total solids.

4.3 Hydraulic loading (gpm) will be determined based on the feed solids analysis for the test date, to achieve the desired 1,500 lbs. of dry solids throughput per hour or 210 gpm.

4.4 Throughout the term of the contract, cost performance  must be maintained within 10 percent of pre-bid pre-qualifications testing value, provided that conditions in the plant remain essentially identical to those at the time that pre-bid tests were conducted.

4.5 If during the term of the contract, the product will not produce results within 10  percent of the pre-bid pre-qualification testing value and conditions in the plant remain essentially identical to those at the time that pre-bid tests were conducted, the City reserves the right to terminate the contract.  Prior to this action, the supplier will be offered the opportunity to assist the plant staff by making suggestions for improving operations and performance.

4.6 The supplier shall also have the right to change products to maintain the cost performance levels on which basis the contract was awarded.  At no time shall the cost per pound for a substitute product increase the City’s cost per dry ton of sludge processed.

5 Delivery: 

5.1 Deliveries to the 71st Street Sludge Dewatering Facility shall be made upon order at any time after the formal contract has been executed by both the City and the Supplier.  Orders for material will be placed for minimum quantities of 45,000 lbs. (not to exceed 5,000 gallons) for liquid product.  Delivery shall be made within ten (10) calendar days after the placement of an order.

5.2 Deliveries to the Haikey Creek Wastewater Treatment plant, if elected as an add-alternate to the contract by the City,  shall be made to the plant site, 11602 E. 151 Street South, Broken Arrow, OK.  Product orders will be placed in minimum quantities of three (3) returnable totes. Delivery shall be made within ten (10) calendar days after the placement of an order (see Scope, Section 1.1).  Vendor shall assume all shipping costs for returnable “totes”, including delivery and return shipping.

5.3 In the event that the supplier fails to make deliveries on schedule, the City reserves the right to purchase material on the open market and charge the Supplier for any costs incurred above the contract price.

6 Service

6.1 The successful bidder shall provide service on an as needed basis.

6.2 Emergency service response must be within 24 hours from time of emergency notification.

6.3 Service is considered part of the contract and shall not be billed separately.

7 Award of Contract

7.1 The contract will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder who is a recognized manufacturer of the product offered and whose bid complies with all of the provisions of the bid documents.

7.2 The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive any informality in bids received whenever such rejection or waiver is in the best interest of the City.

1.1 Upon receipt of selected product information (Phase One, 1.4 & 1.5), calls to schedule full-scale, belt press trials will be accepted.  Trials will be scheduled by Waldemar (Valdy) Ogint. 2 Trial Procedures:

ALTERING BIDS:

Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f. the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k. if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.
