3. All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Tulsa, Oklahoma, and delivery to City of Tulsa location shall be without additional charge.

4. The bidder shall attach the manufacturer's name of the equipment or material to be furnished, type, model numbers, manufacturer's 

    descriptive bulletins and specifications. All guarantees and warranties should be clearly stated. This data shall be in sufficient 
    detail  to describe accurately the equipment or material to be furnished. Manufacturer's specifications, in respect to the successful 
    bidder,  shall be considered as part of his contract with the City of Tulsa.

5. The bidder shall show in the proposal both the unit prices and total amount, where required, of each item listed. In the event of 

    error or discrepancy in the mathematics, the unit prices shall prevail.

6. Any exceptions or deviations from written specifications shall be shown in writing and attached to the bid form.

9. The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any technicalities in the bidding, and to award each item to

 10. All bids must be accompanied by bidders bond, cash, certified or cashier's check in the amount shown on the face of the bid form.   This amount shall be retained by the City of Tulsa as liquidated damages in the event the successful bidder (or bidders) fails to execute a contract, if required. The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

             12. Direct purchase of certain items of equipment or material by the City of Tulsa are exempt from Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma 

                   Sales Tax. In such cases the bidder shall quote prices which do not include Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma Sales Tax. The City 

                   of Tulsa will furnish executed exemption certificates upon presentation by the bidder at the time of purchase.

             13. Bid must show number of days required for delivery under normal conditions. Failure to state delivery time obligates bidder to complete delivery in fourteen (14) calendar days. Unrealistically short or long delivery promises may cause bid to be disregarded. Contractor must keep Purchasing Department advised at all times of status of order. Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the Purchasing Agent to purchase supplies elsewhere and charge full increase of cost and handling to defaulting contractor. Consistent failure to meet delivery promises without valid reason may cause removal from bid list.

             14. GROUNDS MAINTENANCE

INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitve basis, an annual source of supply to furnish GROUNDS MAINTENANCE SERVICES for the City of Tulsa.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE:

A pre-bid conference will be held on Wednesday, March 15, 1:00 p.m., and again on Thursday, March 16, 1:00 p.m. at Centennial Park, 1028 E. 6th Street, to explain the bid and to answer any questions.

RIGHT TO AUDIT:

Bidder fully understands that it is a condition of this bid to allow the City to audit for goods, services, materials and/or supplies provided to the City of Tulsa.  Bidder agrees to provide timely access to its books and records on Bidder's premises upon reasonable request by City staff.  Bidder further agrees that it shall provide City personnel reasonable access and such clerical assistance as City staff may require for examination and audit of those portions of Bidder's books and records relating to the goods, services, materials and/or supplies furnished to the City during the term of any contract between Bidder and City.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
Bidder shall take the necessary actions to ensure its facilities and employment practices are in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any costs of such compliance will be the sole responsibility of Bidder.

BIDDER’S AFFIDAVIT:

EACH BIDDER SHALL ACCOMPANY THEIR BID WITH A FULLY EXECUTED AND NOTARIZED COPY OF THE ATTACHED NON-COLLUSION AFFIDAVIT AND THE INTEREST AFFIDAVIT.  FAILURE TO DO SO MAY BE CAUSE FOR REJECTION OF THE BID.

INSURANCE:

The Vendor(s), and any subcontractors, shall carry and keep in force during the term of the contract policies of public liability insurance including any contractual liability assumed under the contract in the desired amounts set forth below and workmen’s compensation in the amount required by law, and employer’s liability insurance in the amount of five hundred thousand dollars ($500,000).

The policy shall provide a clause stating that it cannot be canceled by the insurer without the insurer first giving the City thirty (30) days written notice of cancellation.  The successful Vendor(s) and all subcontractors shall furnish the City a certificate of insurance showing such coverage prior to execution of a contract with the City.

PAYMENT: Invoices must describe in detail the work performed at each location.  The original invoice must be submitted to Accounts Payable, City Hall, 9th Floor.  A copy of the invoice must be submitted to the Park Department, along with a copy of the corresponding work order.

AWARD OF BID: Contracts will be awarded to the lowest QUALIFIED bidder per park.  

TERM OF CONTRACT:  This contract will be for one year with provision for 4 (four) annual “mutually consented to” renewals.  Annual increases will be allowed based upon the published Consumer Price Index for the preceding twelve (12) months.

The successful bidder will be requested to enter into contract with the City within ten (10) days after submission of same.

The contractor shall notify the city, in writing, two months prior to the contract renewal date of its intentions to renew or terminate the contract.

Failure to meet the specifications and/or to comply with any and all provisions of this contract can result in immediate termination of the contract.

MINIMUM EQUIPMENT REQUIRED: Bidders must have at least one large tractors (66 horsepower, or greater) and one small tractor to bid.
DAMAGE TO PUBLIC AND/OR PRIVATE PROPERTY:  The contractor is responsible for verifiable damage to public and private property which can be directly attributed to the contractor’s operations. Property damage and incidents must be reported to the City representative as soon as possible.

PRE-BID MEETING & PARK TOUR: All bidders are urged to attend the pre-bid meeting and tour of the respective parks.

SECONDARY OR BACK-UP SOURCE: The city reserves the right to enter into a contract with the second low bidder to be used as a secondary or back-up source.  This source would be used only in the event of the failure of the primary source(s) ability to fulfill the terms and conditions of the contract.  If the city implements the contract with the secondary source because of the reasons stated above, the secondary source shall notify  the city of its intentions to perform or terminate the contract within five (5) calendar days. 

BONDING:

The successful bidder will be required to post a performance bond within ten (10) days after award of bid.  The bond shall be 100% of the dollar amount of one full mowing cycle of awarded areas.

EXAMINATION OF WORK SITE:

The bidder shall be responsible for examining the work sites and be familiar with work required at each site.  The measurements contained on the pricing page have been used in the past and stand without question.  The submission of a bid is taken as evidence that the contractor is familiar with the work site and work required.

BIDDER:

The contractor shall have a formal, written Safety Program and provide a copy of that program along with its bid.

The successful bidder will be a contractor familiar with this type of work and who has the necessary equipment and personnel to perform the work within the times specified.  The successful bidder will be responsible for all labor, equipment and material required.

The successful bidder will be an independent contractor and in no way classified as a City of Tulsa employee.

City of Tulsa employees will not be permitted to bid on this contract or work for the awarded contractor on this contract.

Contractors who have not previously performed this type of work for the city of Tulsa may be required to provide references of past work, lists of equipment and personnel.

The contractor will be responsible for compliance with all applicable Federal, State and Municipal laws and ordinances.

The contractor shall be responsible for the character and actions of its employees at all times while working on this contract.  Any disrespectful or discourteous actions toward the public will not be tolerated.

The work may not be sub-contracted to any other company or individual without requesting such in writing and receiving prior written consent from the Public Works Department, Street Maintenance Division, Planning and Contracts Manager.

Any sub-contractor permitted will have the same insurance, licensing and performance bond, and all other requirement of these specifications as the contract holder.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k. if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

WORK HOURS AND TRAFFIC CONTROL:

Work hours will be at the discretion of the contractor provided the operations does not interfere with normal traffic or disrupt the public peace.  Interference with the public shall be kept at a minimum.  The contractor is required to provide proper safety signage for all work on the street right-of-way and it shall conform to the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices.  All signage costs shall be included in the bid price.  NOTE:  NO MECHANIZED WORK WILL BE ALLOWED ON "OZONE ALERT" DAYS. THIS DOES NOT EXCLUDE THE USE OF TRUCKS.

EQUIPMENT:

The successful bidder must have the necessary equipment to perform the work.  Bidders must submit a list of their equipment with their bid.

BASIC SERVICE

Mow/Trim Turf:
Mow at a height of one and one-half (1 1/2) inches around all natural-made structures and objects with a six-foot swath as standard and in addition to include any other areas not accessible to large tractor mowers.  Price per park is to be based on 14 mow/trims per season.

Chemical Trim: 
This shall refer to the use of a non- selective herbicide and pre-emergent  ( such as Roundup and Surflan at the mixture ratio of 2:2. ) as an additional method of trimming around trees, fences poles etc.  This chemical application pattern around all objects shall not exceed two feet for trees which may be three feet in diameter.  The expense for this application is to be assumed by the contractor.

. 

Monofiliment Trim:
Trim grass around all signs, fence lines, building lines, trees, steps, utility fixtures, poles, etc.  This service is to be included with each mowing.

Mechanical Edge:
Edge all sidewalks, curbs, and concrete pads.  This service is to be provided with mowing.

Mowing Clean-up:
All clippings are to be removed from sidewalks, curbs, parking areas, tennis courts, pool areas, and playgrounds after ever mowing is completed.  Clean-up will be done on the same day as the mowing.  Special effort must be made around pools to insure that clippings are not discharged or blown into pool area.

Mowing Equipment:
Rotary mower not to exceed 72" width of cut or walk-behind mower.  No tractor is to be used in the park.

Time To Complete Work:    Upon issuance of a work order, Contractor shall begin work and shall proceed with all reasonable dispatch to completion.  The Contractor will be re-quired to maintain all project areas assigned to him/her within the time allotments-maintenance cycles set for each project areas.  Initial mowing of each park shall be completed within the first seven work days of the month and subsequent mowings for that park will be fourteen work days later. Inclement weather may result in the cancellation of a mowing cycle only if the inspector or designate determines that there is insufficient time available to finish said cycle before the next cycle is in effect.  

OTHER SERVICES

Fertilizing Shrubs:
Fertilize all shrubs once annually in the fall to promote healthy shrubs.  Fertilizer shall be applied evenly over entire root system and lightly worked into soil.

Litter and Trash Removal:  Before mowing, all litter and trash is to be picked up from each turf.  This service shall be provided with each mowing.

Insect Spraying:
Insecticide and fungicide to be used as necessary to prevent loss or damage to trees and shrubs.  Common insects and fungus treated are powdery mildew, tent worm, bag worm, lace bug, scale anthracnose, fire blight and aphids.

Post-Emergent Weed Control:
Apply two applications of post-emergent weed control for the control of broadleaf weeds such as dandelion, chickweed, clover and henbit.  A post-emergent shall be applied in the spring and again in the fall.

Spray Weed in Cracks:
Spray weeds in cracks on all sidewalks, parking lots, curbs and fence lines once per month during the growing season to keep them free of unsightly vegetation.

Optional Service:
Watering may be required on an as-needed basis.  The successful vendor will be required to apply water equivalent to 1/2" rain on the property.  Vendor must provide hose and sprinklers.

Shrub Trimming:
Shrubs will be trimmed once per month during the growing season for a total of six times per year.  Shrubs will be trimmed to generally shape, to remove from walks, and to keep clear of windows and air conditioners.

Tree Trimming:
Trees under 5" caliper are to be pruned once annually to remove dead woods, redundant growth, crossing growth, sucker growth, limbs rubbing against buildings, limbs hindering pedestrian walkways, nubs, and to generally shape them.  This service shall be performed during the winter months.

Fertilizing Turf:
Fertilize turf three times annually to keep turf healthy and green during the growing season.  The fertilizers are to be applied in March, June, and November with proper fertilizer at recommended rate.

Fertilizing Shrubs:
Fertilize all shrubs once annually in the fall to promote healthy shrubs.  Fertilizer shall be applied evenly over entire root system and lightly worked into soil.

Litter and Trash Removal:
All litter and trash is to be picked up from all turf and shrub beds.  This service shall be provided with each mowing and shrub bed maintenance.

Insect Spraying:
Insecticide and fungicide to be used as necessary to prevent loss or damage to trees and shrubs.  Common insects and fungus treated are powdery mildew, tent worm, bag worm, lace bug, scale, anthracnose, fire blight and aphids.

Post-emergent Weed Control:
Apply two applications of post-emergent weed control for the control of broadleaf weeds such as dandelion, chickweed, clover and henbit.  A post-emergent shall be applied in the Spring and again in the Fall.

Spray Weeds in Cracks:
Spray weeds in cracks on all sidewalks, parking lots, curbs and fence lines once per month during the growing season to keep them free of unsightly vegetation.
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
