LIABILITY:

THE BIDDER SHALL ASSUME ALL LIABILITY FOR DAMAGES AND SHALL HOLD THE CITY FREE AND HARMLESS FROM ALL CLAIMS OF DAMAGES TO PERSONS AND/OR PROPERTY THAT MAY ARISE OUT OF, OR BY REASON OF THE PERFORMANCE OF WORK. LIENS:

The successful Vendor(s) and all subcontractors shall furnish the City a certificate of insurance showing such coverage prior to execution of a contract with the City.

THE CITY SHALL HAVE NO RESPONSIBILITY OF LIABILITY FOR SUCH INSURANCE COVERAGE.  CONTRACTOR MUST PROVIDE A CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE COMPLIANCE WITHIN TEN (10) CALENDAR DAYS AFTER NOTIFICATION OF AWARD AND PRIOR TO STARTING WORK.  THE CITY OF TULSA SHALL BE LISTED AS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED ON ALL CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE, TO READ AS FOLLOWS:  “THE CITY OF TULSA, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION, IS AN ADDITIONAL INSURED FOR WORK PERFORMED UNDER THE SUBJECT CONTRACT AND MUST BE NOTIFIED IN WRITING THIRTY (30) DAYS IN ADVANCE OF INSURANCE CANCELLATION OR TERMINATION.”  CERTIFICATION MUST INCLUDE:  NAME AND ADDRESS OF INSURANCE COMPANY (MUST BE LICENSED TO TRANSACT BUSINESS IN THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA); POLICY NUMBER; AND, LIABILITY COVERAGE AND AMOUNTS.

BIDDER’S AFFIDAVIT:

EACH BIDDER SHALL ACCOMPANY THEIR BID WITH A FULLY EXECUTED AND NOTARIZED COPY OF THE ATTACHED NON-COLLUSION AFFIDAVIT AND THE INTEREST AFFIDAVIT.  FAILURE TO DO SO MAY BE CAUSE FOR REJECTION OF THE BID.

BIDDER:

THE SUCCESSFUL BIDDER WILL BE AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR AND IN NO WAY CLASSIFIED AS A CITY OF TULSA EMPLOYEE.  HE WILL BE FAMILIAR WITH THIS TYPE OF WORK AND HAVE THE NECESSARY EQUPIMENT AND PERSONNEL TO PERFORM THE WORK WITHIN THE TIME SPECIFIED.  SUCCESSFUL BIDDER WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL LABOR, EQUIPMENT AND MATERIAL REQUIRED.

CITY OF TULSA EMPLOYEES WILL NOT BE PERMITTED TO BID ON THIS CONTRACT OR WORK FOR THE AWARDED CONTRACTOR ON THIS CONTRACT.

THE CONTRACTOR WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR COMPLIANCE WITH ALL APPLICABLE FEDERAL, STATE AND MUNICIPAL LAWS AND ORDINANCES AND SHALL BE SUBJECT TO PRODUCT TESTING OF CHEMICALS USED.  SUCH TEST(S) MAY BE CONDUCTED AT ANY TIME BY THE CITY OF TULSA OR THE STATE DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE.

1. THE BIDDER INCLUDES A FORMULA, TO BE USED TO CALCULATE A CHANGE IN PRICE AT THE TIME OF RENEWAL, IN THE BID FOR THE INITIAL CONTRACT.  SUCH FORMULA SHALL BE REASONABLE, OBJECTIVE AND CAPABLE OF MEASUREMENT.

2. THE CONTRACTOR NOTIFIES THE CITY,  IN WRITING,  NO LATER THAN 30 DAYS PRIOR TO THE EXPIRATION OF THE INITIAL CONTRACT PERIOD, OR ANY RENEWAL PERIOD, OF ITS INTENT TO EXERCISE THE RIGHT TO ESCALATE OR DE-ESCALATE PRICES UNDER THE CONTRACT.  THE NOTICE SHALL INCLUDE A CALCULATION OF THE PRICE INCREASE OR DECREASE REQUESTED INCLUDING THE FORMULA USED.

ALTERING BIDS:

BIDS CANNOT BE ALTERED OR AMENDED AFTER SUBMISSION DEADLINE.  ANY INTERLINEATION, ALTERATION, OR ERASURE MADE BEFORE OPENING TIME AND DATE MUST BE INITIALED BY THE SIGNER OF THE BID, GUARANTEEING AUTHENTICITY.  BIDS MUST BE SUBMITTED IN INK OR TYPEWRITTEN, PENCILING WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

RIGHT TO AUDIT:

BIDDER FULLY UNDERSTANDS AND HEREBY AGREES BY THE SUBMISSION OF THIS BID THAT SHOULD BIDDER BE AWARDED THIS BID AND SUBSEQUENTLY ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH THE CITY TO FURNISH THE GOODS, SERVICES, MATERIALS AND/OR SUPPLIES CALLED FOR HEREUNDER, THE BIDDER SHALL, UPON ANY REASONABLE REQUEST BY CITY AND DURING BIDDER’S  NORMAL BUSINESS HOURS, GRANT CITY STAFF INGRESS ONTO BIDDER’S  PREMISES WHERE BIDDER’S BOOKS AND RECORDS ARE KEPT AND FURTHER AGREES THAT BIDDER SHALL PROVIDE CITY STAFF PERSONNEL REASONABLE ACCESS TO AND SUCH CLERICAL ASSISTANCE AS CITY’S STAFF MAY REQUIRE FOR EXAMINATION AND AUDIT OF BIDDER’S BOOKS AND RECORDS AS RELATE TO GOODS, SERVICES, MATERIALS AND/OR SUPPLIES FURNISHED CITY DURING THE TERM OF ANY CONTRACT RESULTING BETWEEN BIDDER AND CITY PURSUANT TO THIS BID.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:

THE CONTRACTOR SHALL TAKE THE NECESSARY ACTIONS TO ENSURE ITS FACILITIES AND EQUIPMENT ARE IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT.  IT IS UNDERSTOOD THAT THE PROGRAM OF THE CONTRACTOR IS NOT A PROGRAM OR ACTIVITY OF THE CITY OF TULSA.  THE CONTRACTOR AGREES THAT ITS PROGRAM OR ACTIVITY WILL COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE ADA.  ANY COSTS OF SUCH COMPLIANCE WILL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF CONTRACTOR.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL CONTRACTOR CONDUCT ANY ACTIVITY WHICH IT DEEMS TO NOT BE IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE ADA.

EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION BY CONTRACTOR PROHIBITED:

A. DURING THE PERFORMANCE OF THIS CONTRACT, THE CONTRACTOR AGREES AS FOLLOWS:

(1) THE CONTRACTOR WILL NOT DISCRIMINATE AGAINST ANY EMPLOYEE OR APPLICANT FOR EMPLOYMENT BECAUSE OF RACE, RELIGION, COLOR, SEX OR NATIONAL ORIGIN, EXCEPT WHERE RELIGION, SEX OR NATIONAL ORIGIN IS A BONA FIDE OCCUPATIONAL QUALIFICATION REASONABLY NECESSARY TO THE NORMAL OPERATION OF THE CONTRACTOR.  THE CONTRACTOR AGREES TO POST IN CONSPICUOUS PLACES, AVAILABLE TO EMPLOYEES AND APPLICANTS FOR EMPLOYMENT, NOTICES SETTING FORTH THE PROVISION OF THIS NON-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE.

(2) THE CONTRACTOR, IN ALL SOLICITATIONS OR ADVERTISEMENTS FOR EMPLOYMENT PLACED BY OR ON BEHALF OF THE CONTRACTOR, WILL STATE THAT SUCH CONTRACTOR IS AN EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYER.

(3) NOTICES, ADVERTISEMENTS AND SOLICITATIONS PLACED IN ACCORDANCE WITH FEDERAL LAW, RULE OR REGULATION SHALL BE DEEMED SUFFICIENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION.

B. THE CONTRACTOR WILL INCLUDE THE PROVISION OF THE FOREGOING PARAGRAPHS OF THIS SECTION IN EVERY SUBCONTRACT OR PURCHASE ORDER OF OVER $10,000, SO THAT THE PROVISIONS WILL BE BINDING UPON EACH SUBCONTRACTOR OR VENDOR.

AWARD OF BID:

THE BID SHALL BE AWARDED TO THE FIRM WHOSE PROPOSAL IS RESPONSIVE TO THE BID AND IS MOST ADVANTAGEOUS TO THE CITY, CONSIDERING THE FACTORS IDENTIFIED IN THE BID AND SECTION 406E OF TITLE 6, THE PURCHASING ORDINANCE SET FORTH BELOW:

E. AWARD OF CONTRACT.

1. AUTHORITY OF MAYOR. THE MAYOR SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO AWARD CONTRACTS WITHIN THE PURVIEW OF THIS CHAPTER.

2. LOWEST SECURE BIDDER.  CONTRACTS SHALL BE AWARDED TO THE LOWEST SECURE BIDDER MEETING SPECIFICATIONS.  IN DETERMINING “LOWEST SECURE BIDDER”, IN ADDITION TO PRICE, THE FOLLOWING FACTORS SHALL BE CONSIDERED:

A. THE ABILITY, CAPACITY AND SKILL OF THE BIDDER TO PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE REQUIRED;

B. WHETHER THE BIDDER CAN PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE PROMPTLY OR WITHIN THE TIME SPECIFIED, WITHOUT DELAY OR INTERFERENCE;

C. THE CHARACTER, INTEGRITY, REPUTATION, JUDGMENT, EXPERIENCE AND EFFICIENCY OF THE BIDDER;

D. THE QUALITY OF PERFORMANCE OF PREVIOUS CONTRACTS OR SERVICES;

E. THE PREVIOUS AND EXISTING COMPLIANCE BY THE BIDDER WITH LAWS AND ORDINANCES RELATING TO THE CONTRACT OR SERVICE;

F. THE SUFFICIENCY OF THE FINANCIAL RESOURCES AND ABILITY OF THE BIDDER TO PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE;

G. THE QUALITY, AVAILABILITY AND ADAPTABILITY OF THE SUPPLIES OR CONTRACTUAL SERVICES TO THE PARTICULAR USE REQUIRED;

H. THE ABILITY OF THE BIDDER TO PROVIDE FUTURE MAINTENANCE AND SERVICE FOR THE USE OF THE SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT, AND;

I. WHERE AN EARLIER DELIVERY DATE  WOULD BE OF GREAT BENEFIT TO THE REQUISITIONING AGENCY, THE DATE AND TERMS OF DELIVERY MAY BE CONSIDERED IN THE BID AWARD, AND;

J. THE NUMBER AND SCOPE OF CONDITIONS ATTACHED TO THE BID.

K. IF A POINT SYSTEM HAS BEEN UTILIZED IN THE BID SPECIFICATIONS, THE NUMBER OF POINTS EARNED BY THE BIDDER.

BID  DOCUMENTS:

BIDDER SHALL RETURN ALL BID DOCUMENTS INTACT EXACTLY AS FURNISHED IN ITS ORIGINAL FORM. ALL BID DOCUMENTS REQUIRING SIGNATURE MUST BE SIGNED BY AN AUTHORIZED AGENT OF THE COMPANY BIDDING.  PRINTING YOUR NAME IN LIEU OF SIGNATURE WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.  FAILURE TO COMPLY WILL RESULT IN REJECTION OF YOUR BID.
PAYMENT PROCEDURE:

THE CITY SHALL MAKE PAYMENT TO THE CONTRACTOR ON A WEEKLY BASIS PROVIDED THAT THE CONTRACTOR SUBMIT AN INVOICE TO THE FINANCE/ACCOUNTS PAYABLE DIVISION.  THE CONTRACTOR MUST SUBMIT A COPY OF THE INVOICE AND WEEKLY WORK REPORTS TO THE POLICE DEPARTMENT SECTION REPRESENTATIVE ON A WEEKLY BASIS FOR PAYMENT APPROVAL.  THE WEEKLY WORK REPORT MUST INCLUDE ALL ACTIVITIES PERFORMED BY THE CONTRACTOR IN THE PREVIOUS WEEK.  THIS REPORT AND INVOICE SHALL BE DUE ON THE FIRST WORKING DAY OF THE WEEK FOLLOWING THE WEEK THAT THE WORK WAS ACCOMPLISHED AND WEEKLY PAYMENT TO THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE WITHHELD UNTIL THIS REPORT IS RECEIVED.  CONTRACTOR WILL BE PAID FOR SAID WORK PENDING VERIFICATION BY THE POLICE DEPARTMENT SECTION REPRESENTATIVE.

BIDDER:
The contractor shall have a formal, written Safety Program and provide a copy of that program along with its bid.

The successful bidder will be a contractor familiar with this type of work and who has the necessary equipment and personnel to perform the work within the times specified.  The successful bidder will be responsible for all labor, equipment and material required.

The successful bidder will be an independent contractor and in no way classified as a City of Tulsa employee.

City of Tulsa employees will not be permitted to bid on this contract or work for the awarded contractor on this contract.

Contractors who have not previously performed this type of work for the city of Tulsa may be required to provide references of past work, lists of equipment and personnel.

The contractor will be responsible for compliance with all applicable Federal, State and Municipal laws and ordinances.

The contractor shall be responsible for the character and actions of its employees at all times while working on this contract.  Any disrespectful or discourteous actions toward the public will not be tolerated.

The work may not be sub-contracted to any other company or individual without requesting such in writing and receiving prior written consent from the Public Works Department, Street Maintenance Division, Planning and Contracts Manager.

Any sub-contractor permitted will have the same insurance, licensing and performance bond, and all other requirement of these specifications as the contract holder.

MAINTENANCE AREA:

THE MAINTENANCE AREA WILL BE SHOWN ON THE TOUR AFTER THE PRE-BID CONFERENCE.

MOWING:
SPECIAL OPERATIONS FACILITY, FIRING RANGE PROPERTY, THE AREA AROUND THE K-9 BUILDING AND TRAINING CENTER PROPERTY WITH THE EXCEPTION OF ESTABLISHED PLANTING, SHRUB OR TREE BEDS, ARE TO BE MOWED ONCE PER WEEK DURING THE GROWING SEASON AND AS NEEDED AFTER THE GROWING SEASON.  ALL OTHER AREAS ARE TO BE MOWED EVERY OTHER WEEK.  

ALL WORK IS TO BE COMPLETED IN ONE DAY, WEATHER PERMITTING, UNLESS OTHERWISE AGREED UPON BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE.

ALL WORK IS TO BE DONE ON MONDAY, WEATHER PERMITTING, UNLESS OTHERWISE AGREED UPON BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE.

ALL VARIATIONS FROM THE MOWING SCHEDULE WHETHER CAUSED BY WEATHER OR ANY OTHER CAUSE, MUST BE APPROVED BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE.

THE CONTRACTOR WILL REPORT ON THE WEEKLY INVOICE SPECIFICALLY WHAT WORK IS PERFORMED AND THE DATE THE WORK WAS PERFORMED.

EDGING AND TRIMMING:

SPECIAL OPERATIONS FACILITY, FIRING RANGE PROPERTY, THE AREA AROUND THE K-9 BUILDING AND TRAINING CENTER, ALL SIDEWALKS, CURBING AND OTHER APPROPRIATE ITEMS ARE TO BE EDGED OR TRIMMED ONCE PER WEEK DURING THE GROWING SEASON AND AS NEEDED AFTER THE GROWING SEASON.  CLIPPINGS AND DEBRIS ARE TO BE REMOVED.

SHRUB & TREE TRIMMING:

ALL SHRUBS ARE TO BE TRIMMED TO A UNIFORM HEIGHT AND SHAPE AT LEAST ONCE PER MONTH.  ALL DEAD BRANCHES AND/OR OTHER DEAD MATERIAL FROM THE TREES AND SHRUBS WILL BE REMOVED DURING THIS MONTHLY TRIMMING.  ESTABLISHED BEDDING AREAS TO INCLUDE TREE AND SHRUB BEDDING AREAS ARE TO BE WEEDED AND CULTIVATED AT LEAST ONCE PER MONTH.

WEED CONTROL:

THREE APPLICATIONS PER YEAR TO CONTROL CRAB GRASS, OTHER WEED GRASSES AND BROADLEAF WEEDS IN THE MAINTENANCE AREA.  ORNAMENTAL PRE-EMERGENT WILL BE APPLIED AS NECESSARY IN ALL ESTABLISHED PLANT, TREE OR SHRUB BEDDING AREAS TO CONTROL UNDESIRABLE VEGETATION GROWTH.

THE WEED CONTROL APPLICATIONS ARE TO BE SPREAD OUT WITH ONE IN EARLY SPRING, ONE IN MID-SUMMER, AND ONE IN THE LATE FALL.

FOUR APPLICATIONS PER YEAR OF APPROPRIATE FERTILIZER TO MAINTENANCE AREA AT TIMES JUDGED BEST FOR TYPE OF TURF AND WEATHER CONDITIONS.  A MINIMUM APPLICATION RATE OF ONE POUND OF NITROGEN PER 1000 SQUARE FEET IS REQUIRED.

FERTILIZER TO BE APPLIED ONCE EACH QUARTER, UNLESS OTHERWISE AGREED UPON BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE.

MISCELLANEOUS REQUIRED ITEMS:

TO THE TRAINING CENTER GROUNDS, UPON REQUEST AND AS DIRECTED BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS/HER DESIGNEE:

REMOVE DEAD TREES AND/OR DEAD SHRUBBERY FROM SHRUB BEDDING AREAS OR ANYWHERE ELSE ON GROUNDS AS NECESSARY.

REPLACE TREES AND/OR SHRUBBERY (TYPE AS JUDGED APPROPRIATE BY THE CONTRACTOR).  PROVIDE AND PLACE/REPLACE MULCH IN BEDDING AREAS AS DIRECTED AND/OR AS NEEDED.  SPRAY TREES AND SHRUBBERY WHERE INSECT INFESTATION IS APPARENT.  COST FOR MATERIAL AND LABOR TO BE BILLED SEPARATELY AND OUTSIDE THE ACTUAL CONTRACTED RATE.

TO THE MOUNTED PATROL GROUNDS AREA:

MOW THE HORSE PASTURE NEAR THE MOUNTED PATROL FACILITY THREE TIMES  DURING THE CONTRACT PERIOD, AT TIMES DETERMINED BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR THE MOUNTED PATROL SUPERVISOR OR THEIR DESIGNEE.

FERTILIZE THE HORSE PASTURE AREA ONCE A YEAR WITH APPROPRIATE FERTILIZER AT A TIME DETERMINED BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR THE MOUNTED PATROL SUPERVISOR OR THEIR DESIGNEE.

TRIM AROUND THE HORSE STABLES EVERY WEEK DURING THE GROWING SEASON AND AS NEEDED AFTER THE GROWING SEASON.

REMOVAL OF TRASH AND DEBRIS FROM THE MAINTENANCE AREA, PARKING LOTS, FENCES AND ROADWAYS WILL BE DONE WEEKLY.

MOWING OF THE TOP OF THE FIRING RANGE BERM, BOMB SQUAD BERM, SPECIAL OPERATIONS RIFLE BERM, SPECIAL OPERATIONS SHOOTING HOUSE BERM FIVE (5) TIMES PER YEAR AS DESIGNATED BY THE TRAINING DIRECTOR OR HIS DESIGNEE.

REPORTS TO THE TRAINING DIRECTOR ON ANY PROBLEMS DISCOVERED DURING THE MAINTENANCE WORK TO ANY SIDEWALK, PARKING LOT, ROADWAY OR THE UNDERGROUND SPRINKLER SYSTEM AT THE CENTER.

DEEP WATER OF ALL TREES AS NEEDED, ESPECIALLY DURING HOT MONTHS AND DRY PERIODS.

THE CONTRACTOR WILL REPORT ANY DAMAGE CAUSED TO OR OBSERVED OF THE SPRINKLER SYSTEM  BY THE CONTRACTOR WHILE PERFORMING WORK ON THE GROUNDS.  THE CONTRACTOR WILL REPORT ON OVER- AND UNDER-WATERING.
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
