INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitibe basis, a sourclke of supply for furnishing Monitor and Maintenance of Alarm S ystem for the Park & Recreation Department.

GENERAL:

All material bid shall be new and of the latest production and design.  Warranty and delivery information shall also ble provided with the bid proposal.

The intent of these specifications is to set minimum requirements, not to otherwise limit bidding.  Inasmuch as some designs of equipment vary among different manufacturers, the City may accept bids on equipment with minor deviations to the written specifications.  Generally, a minor deviation is defined as a deviation which does not:  (A) Materially affect the ability of the product to achieve or accomplish a necessary function or task in the manner required by the specifications; (B) Compromise the safety of the user thereof; and, (C) Produce higher latent or patent costs to the City in any of a multiplicity of ways.  The City of Tulsa specifically reserves the right to make the final judgment concerning what is or is not a minor deviation and to award the bidder(s) whose bid(s) best suit the City's need for the product being purchased.

Any exception to or deviation from the specifications set forth in this bid shall ble clearly described int he bidder’s proposal.

CONTRACT:

The successful bidder will be required to enter into contract with the City of Tulsa within ten (10) days after submission of same.  The term of the contract will be for a one (1) year period with three (3) one (1) year renewal options with the consent of both parties.

INDEMNIFICATION OF CITY AGAINST LIABILITY:
The contractor agrees to indemnify and save harmless the City of Tulsa, its officers, agents and employees, and any jurisdiction or agency issuing permits for any work included in the project, their officers, agents and employees, hereinafter referred to as indemnity, from all suits, including attorney's fees and cost of  litigation, actions loss, damage, expense, cost of claims, of any character or any nature arising out of the work done in fulfillment of the construction of the improvement under the terms of this contract or on account of any act, claim or amount arising or recovered under Workman’s Compensation law, or arising out of the failure of the contractor or those acting under contraction to confirm to any statutes, ordinances, regulations, law or court decree.  It is the intent of the parties to this contract that the indemnity shall in all instances, accept for the loss or damage resulting from the sole negligence of the indemnity, be indemnified against all liability, loss of person or damages to or destruction of property belonging to any person arising, out of or in any way connected with the performance of this contract, regardless of whether or not the liability, loss of damage is caused by, or alleged to be caused in part by the negligence or fault of the indemnity.  This contract of indemnity shall be interpreted to require the contractor to indemnify for loss or damage caused by and indemnities negligence or fault so long as the indemnities negligence, gross negligence or fault was to the sole cause of the injury.

The security services shall agree that the security services provided shall be preformed in accordance with the Federal and Oklahoma State Licensing Authority.  The security service monitoring facility will be Underwriters Laboratory tested and certified. The security service company further agrees that, all employees that provide services to the City will be licensed in accordance with the State of Oklahoma and successfully pass full Federal, State, and Local back ground checks. The security service company further agrees that upon by the city it will reassign any of its employees, who in the opinion of the City are not satisfactory.

If during the period of this agreement, the security services makes a security survey and makes recommendations to the city for improvement of security conditions, City shall comply with all reasonable recommendations or advise the security service in writing for its reasons for declining to make the changes in accordance with said recommendation.

The contractor will include the provision of the foregoing paragraphs of this section in every subcontract or purchase order of over $10,000.00, so that the provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor.

The security service shall agree that all employees will be trained and licensed in the State of Oklahoma to work on all said security equipment listed by the City.

It is required that any and all security services making a bid for the contract submit an information packet about said agency, including, but not limited to:

1) References (Local and National)

2) Years in operation

3) Oklahoma State License

Pricing:
Prices bid shall be firm for a one-year period.  The contract shall be renewable, with the agreement of both parties, for three (3) successive one (1) year periods.  Escalation and de-escalation clause shall be in effect for the three (3) one (1) year renewal options and any escalation or de-escalation of prices shall be based on the Consumer Price Index.

In the event of price adjustment, the successful bidders shall notify the City (in writing) within sixty (60) days prior to expiration of each contract period of such price adjustments.

AWARD OF BID:

The bid shall be awarded  to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of the Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1. Authority in the Mayor.  The  Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2. Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shal be considered;

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required;

b. whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c. the character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d. the quality of  performance of previous contracts or services;

e. the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with the laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f. the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g. the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h. the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and services for the use of the subject of the contract;

i. where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and times of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j. the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k. if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.
3. Award to other than Lowest Secure Bidder.  When the award is not given to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications, such award must be approved by the Council and full and complete statement of reasons for placing the order with one other than the lowest secure bidder shall be entered in the minutes of the Council.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
