This amount shall be retained by the City of Tulsa as liquidated damages in the event the successful bidder (or bidders) fails to execute a contract, if required. The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, a source of supply for furnishing Sodium Hypochlorite for the City of Tulsa, Public Works/Waste Systems.

GENERAL:

Any exceptions to or deviations from the specifications set forth in this bid must be clearly described in the bidder’s proposal.

DELIVERY:

All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Destination.

PERFORMANCE BOND:

Within ten (10) days following the award of the contract, the successful bidder will be required to execute and furnish a performance surety bond in the amount of $5,000.00 guaranteeing the proper and prompt completion of the work in accordance with the provisions of the contract, plans and specifications.

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:

Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

CONTRACT:

The terms of the contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning from the date it is executed by the City of Tulsa.  The contract shall be renewable, with the consent of both parties, for two (2) successive one (1) year periods.

The successful bidder will be required to enter into a contract with the City within ten (10) days after receipt of the City’s contract documents.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT OPTION:

The price paid for a commodity under this contract shall not change during the term of this contract.  However, if the bidder anticipates that it will not be able to maintain firm prices for any renewal period, a change in price may be allowed in a renewal of this contract if the following criteria are met:

(1) The bidder includes a formula, to be used to calculate a change in price at the time of renewal, in the bid for the initial contract.  Such formula shall be reasonable, objective and capable of measurement.

(2) The contractor notifies the City, in writing, no later than 30 days prior to the expiration of the initial contract period, or any renewal period, of its intent to exercise the right to escalate or de-escalate prices under the contract.  The notice shall include a calculation of the price increase or decrease requested including the formula used.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

SECTION 1: GENERAL

1.1 This specification pertains to sodium hypochlorite for use in the treatment of water and waste water.

1.2 Definitions:

In this specification, the following definitions shall apply:

1.2.1 Manufacturer:  The party that manufactures or produces sodium hypochlorite covered by this specification.

1.2.2 Purchaser:  The party entering into a contract or agreement for the purchase of sodium hypochlorite to be supplied in accordance with the provisions of this specification.

1.2.3 Vendor:  The party entering into a contract or agreement to supply sodium hypochlorite for purchase in accordance with the provisions of this specification; the seller.  A vendor may or may not be the manufacturer.

1.3 Affidavit of Compliance

The vendor shall supply an affidavit with his executed contract stating that all products furnished under this contract shall comply with all applicable requirements of AWWA B300-87, or latest edition, for sodium hypochlorite.

1.4 Reference Specifications

All provisions of the American Water Works Association Standard for sodium hypochlorite, (AWWA B300-87, or latest edition) shall apply to this specification unless stated otherwise herein.

1.5 Hazard Communication Standard

The Oklahoma Hazard Communication Standard is hereby made a part of this specification.  The vendor shall provide Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) on products delivered under this contract.  The MSDS shall be equivalent to a U.S. OSHA Form 20 MSDS.  An MSDS shall be provided with every shipment of products.

1.6 Method of Payment

Payment for bulk deliveries shall be made for amounts delivered determined by certified scale certificates.  The weight shall be taken at or near the point of destination before and after off-loading.

1.7 Quantities

The estimate of annual quantities to be purchased is listed below.  Actual quantities purchased may be more or less than the quantity estimated.  A minimum is not guaranteed.

1.8 Delivery:

1.8.1 Point of Delivery

Delivery is to be made to the following location:

Southside Wastewater Treatment Plant: 5300 S. Elwood

Unloading and placing into storage shall be the responsibility of the seller

1.8.2 Method of Delivery

Sodium Hypochlorite shall be delivered in 5,000 gallon truck loads.  Unloading shall be the responsibility of the vendor.  For safety reasons, an operator will be present during connection/disconnection of hoses for bulk filling.  There will be no charge for demurrage or delivery truck at the City’s plants by the vendor.  All shipments shall be accompanied by the following:

1. Shipping Invoice

2. Affidavit of Compliance

3. Weighmaster’s certificate of weight

The City will not approve any payments for delays in off-loading.

1.8.3 Time of Delivery

Deliveries shall be within 48 hours after receipt of order at such intervals as indicated by the plant superintendent.  In emergency cases, delivery shall be within eight (8) hours of receipt of order.

Shipments may be any day of the week, 24 hours per day, at the vendor’s option.

1.9 Rejection

1.9.1 Notice of Non-conformance

If the sodium hypochlorite does not meet the requirements of this specification, a notice of non-conformance shall be provided by the purchaser to the vendor within 10 working days after receipt of the shipment at the point of destination.  The results of the purchaser’s test shall prevail unless the vendor notifies the purchaser within five working days after receipt of the notice of complaint that a retest is desired.  On receipt of the request for a retest, the purchaser shall forward to the vendor one of the sealed samples taken in accordance with Sec. 3.1. In the event that the results obtained by the vendor on re-testing do not agree with the test results obtained by the purchaser, the other sealed sample shall be forwarded, unopened, to a referee laboratory agreed upon by both parties for analysis.  The results of the referee’s analysis shall be accepted as final.  The cost of the referee analysis shall be paid for by the vendor if the material does not meet the requirements of this specification and by the purchaser if it does meet the requirements of this specification.

1.9.2 Removal of material

If the material does not meet the requirements of this specification, the vendor shall remove the material from the premises of the purchaser, or a price adjustment may be agreed on between the vendor and the purchaser.

SECTION 2: MATERIAL SPECIFICATIONS:
2.1 Description of Sodium Hypochlorite

Sodium Hypochlorite solution (NaOC1) is a clear light-yellow liquid containing up to 160 g/L available chlorine (16 trade percent).  One method of manufacturer is by passing chlorine into a caustic soda solution or into a caustic soda-soda ash mix.  Available chlorine is a term used to express the oxidizing power of the chlorine.  It can be expressed in one of three ways.  The basic formulas are:

2.2 Physical Requirements
Sodium Hypochlorite solution shall be a clear liquid containing not more than 0.15 percent insoluble matter by weight.

2.3 Chemical Requirements

Sodium hypochlorite shall contain not less than 100 g/L available chlorine (10 trade percent; see 2.1) The total free alkali (as NaOH) in sodium hypochlorite shall not exceed 1.5 percent by weight.

2.4 Impurities

Sodium Hypochlorite supplied under this specification shall contain no soluble material or organic substances in quantities capable of producing deleterious or injurious effects on the health of those consuming a water that has been treated properly with sodium hypochlorite.

SECTION 3: SAMPLING, TESTING, AND INSPECTION METHOD

3.1
Sampling

Three (3) 1-pint (0.47 L) samples shall be collected from each truck load.  These shall be sealed in airtight, moisture-proof glass or plastic containers.  Each sample container shall be labeled to identify it, and the label shall be dated and signed by the sampler.

3.2 Sample Handling

3.2.1 The moisture-proof glass or plastic sample bottle shall be stored in a dark, cool, dry place and kept perfectly sealed after the sample is withdrawn.

3.2.2 The laboratory examination of the sample shall be completed within five working days after receipt of the shipment.

3.2.3 Samples shall be stored for at least 30 days from the date of receipt of a shipment before disposing of them.

3.3 Testing for available chlorine in sodium hypochlorite

3.3.1 Reagents.

a. Crystalline potassium idoide (iodate free)

b. 0.1N sodium thiosulfate

c. Glacial acetic acid

d. Starch indicator solution

3.3.2 Procedure:

3.3.2.1 Measure accurately 20 mL of the sample, transfer it to a 1-L volumetric flask, and make up to volume with distilled water.

3.3.2.2 Measure 25 mL of the solution from the 1-L flask into a 250-mL Erlenmeyer 

Flask, add approximately 1 g of crystalline potassium iodide, and make acid with

Approximately 4 mL of glacial acetic acid.  Titrate* with 0.1N sodium thiosulfate until the yellow color of the iodine is nearly destroyed.  Add about 1 mL of soluble starch solution and continue to titrate until the blue (blackish-blue) color disappears entirely.

3.3.3 Calculations:

When volumes of sample and aliquot, as given in 3.2.2, are used:

3.4 Testing for Fre Alkali in Sodium Hypochlorite

3.4.1 Reagents:

a. 0.1N hypochloric acit.*

b. Hydrogen peroxide solution, 3 percent

c. Methyl orange indicator

3.4.2 Procedure:

3.4.2.1 Weigh accurately 10 g of sodium hypochlorite into a tall-form, 200 mL, heat-resistant glass beaker and add hydrogen peroxide until the action ceases.  Record the exact amount of H202 addition.  Boil for 2 min. and then cool.

3.4.2.2 Titrate with 0.1N hydrochloric acid, using methyl orange as an indicator.

3.4.2.3 Measure the same amount of hydrogen peroxide solution into a beaker as was added to the sample in step 3.4.2.1.  Next, titrate with 0.1N hydrochloric acid using methyl orange indicator.  Subtract this amount from the titration method in 3.4.2.2.

3.5 Testing for insoluble Matter in Sodium Hypochlorite

3.5.1 Procedure:

Pour approximately 100 mL of the sodium hypochlorite solution into a tared 400 mL beaker placed on a laboratory platform balance, and weigh to the nearest 0.1 g.  Add 100 mL of distilled water and mix thoroughly.  Filter through a tared Gooch crucible.  Wash the beaker and crucible with distilled water.  Dry the crucible to a constant weight at 212-221 degrees F (100-105 degrees C).

3.5.2 Calculation:

*Moist samples of hypochlorite partly decomposed on storage and result in the formation of chlorite.  In acetic acid medium, C102 reacts with I very slowly to release iodine.  Therefore, if chlorite is present in the sample, a sharp end point in iodometric titration may not be attained.
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
