INTENT:

To secure sealed bids for the supply of Animal Feed for the City of Tulsa.

GENERAL:


1.
Bidders are to bid quality feed meeting all regulations of the State of Oklahoma and all Federal laws and regulations regarding such.


2.
The successful bidder(s) shall be required to enter into a one (1) year contract with the City of Tulsa within ten (10) days after submission of such.  The contract shall be renewable, with the consent of both parties, for two (2) successive one (1) year periods.


3.
Bidders are encouraged to bid on all items.



Estimated annual usage have been supplied for each item to assist in bidding.  However, actual purchases by the City of Tulsa may vary from these amounts.



The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to award to the best interests of the City, including the possibility of multiple awards.


4.
Telephone orders to the local supplier will be placed by the City of Tulsa at least two (2) days before delivery is required.


5.
The successful bidder will make deliveries to various City locations as required (usually once per week) between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. in response to telephone orders (confirmed with written purchase orders) placed by authorized representatives of the Park Department, Police Department or Purchasing Department.


6.
All grains furnished shall be clean, polished and free of all foreign materials and dust.


7.
Chows, pellets and cube type feeds shall be clean, free of foreign materials with only a minimal amount of dust allowed.  No chows, pellets, or cubes will be accepted in an oversize or unfit condition.

“Other Brand” formulated feeds in Category I must be shown, by independent laboratory analysis, to meet Zoo Specifications (included in Bid Package).


9.
Specialty Feeds in Category II are limited to those products and manufacturers, as shown.  No substitutions will be acceptable.


10.
Bidders may bid on any or all sections of the bid and the City may award the bid in accordance with Item 9 of the "Terms and Conditions of Bids" on the back of Page 1 of this bid; however, it is our preference to award to the lowest and most complete bid.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT OPTION
The price paid for a commodity under this contract shall not change during the term of this contract.  However, if the bidder anticipates that it will not be able to maintain firm prices for any renewal period, a change in price may be allowed in a renewal of this contract if the following criteria are met:

(1) The bidder includes a formula, to be used to calculate a change in price at the time of renewal, in the bid for the initial contract.  Such formula shall be reasonable, objective and capable of measurement.

(2) The contractor notifies the City, in writing, no later than 30 days prior to the expiration of the initial contract period, or any renewal period, of its intent to exercise the right to escalate or de-escalate prices under the contract.
