3. All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Tulsa, Oklahoma, and delivery to City of Tulsa location shall be without additional charge.

4. The bidder shall attach the manufacturer's name of the equipment or material to be furnished, type, model numbers, manufacturer's 

    descriptive bulletins and specifications. All guarantees and warranties should be clearly stated. This data shall be in sufficient 
    detail  to describe accurately the equipment or material to be furnished. Manufacturer's specifications, in respect to the successful 
    bidder,  shall be considered as part of his contract with the City of Tulsa.

5. The bidder shall show in the proposal both the unit prices and total amount, where required, of each item listed. In the event of 

    error or discrepancy in the mathematics, the unit prices shall prevail.

6. Any exceptions or deviations from written specifications shall be shown in writing and attached to the bid form.

7. Each bidder agrees to comply with the terms of Title 5, Chapter 1, of Tulsa, Oklahoma Charter and revised ordinances relating to

    equal employment opportunity.

9. The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any technicalities in the bidding, and to award each item to

    different bidders or all items to a single bidder.

 10. All bids must be accompanied by bidders bond, cash, certified or cashier's check in the amount shown on the face of the bid form.   This amount shall be retained by the City of Tulsa as liquidated damages in the event the successful bidder (or bidders) fails to execute a contract, if required. The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

             12. Direct purchase of certain items of equipment or material by the City of Tulsa are exempt from Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma 

                   Sales Tax. In such cases the bidder shall quote prices which do not include Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma Sales Tax. The City 

                   of Tulsa will furnish executed exemption certificates upon presentation by the bidder at the time of purchase.

             13. Bid must show number of days required for delivery under normal conditions. Failure to state delivery time obligates bidder to complete delivery in fourteen (14) calendar days. Unrealistically short or long delivery promises may cause bid to be disregarded. Contractor must keep Purchasing Department advised at all times of status of order. Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the Purchasing Agent to purchase supplies elsewhere and charge full increase of cost and handling to defaulting contractor. Consistent failure to meet delivery promises without valid reason may cause removal from bid list.

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, a source(s) of supply for furnishing a Soda Ash for the City of Tulsa, Public Works Department. 

DEFINITIONS:

In this standard the following definitions shall apply:

Purchaser:
The party entering into a contract or agreement for the purchase of Soda Ash to be supplied in accordance with the provisions of this standard.  In this case the purchaser is the City of Tulsa and in these specifications will be referred to as the City.

Soda Ash:
A commerical designation of anhydrous normal sodium carboate (Na2C03)

Vendor:
The party entering into a contract or agreement to supply soda ash for purchase in accordance with the provisions of this standard.  The vendor may or may not be the manufacturer.

REFERENCE SPECIFICATIONS:

All provisions of the American Water Works Association Standard for Soda Ash, (AWWA B201-98 or latest edition) shall apply to this specification unless stated otherwise herein. 

Soda Ash shall comply with all directives of the Water Chemicals Codex for Soda Ash.

CONTRACT TIME:

The terms of the contract shall be for a period of one(1) year beginning from the date of written authorization to proceed.  This date will be dependent upon the availability of the newly constructed bulk storage tanks at the A.B. Jewell Treatment facility.  The contract shall be renewable, with the consent of both parties, for two (2) successive one (1) year periods.

HAZARD COMMUNICATION STANDARD:

The Oklahoma Hazard Communication Standard is hereby made a part of this specification.  The seller shall provide Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) on products delivered under this contract.  The MSDS shall be equivalent to a U.S. OSHA Form 20 MSDS.  An MSDS shall be provided with every shipment of products.

AFFIDAVIT OF COMPLIANCE:

The seller shall supply an affidavit with the executed contract stating that all products furnished under this contract shall comply with all applicable requirements of this standard.

METHOD OF PAYMENT:

Payment for bulk deliveries of soda ash shall be made for amounts delivered determined by certified scale certificate.  The weight shall be taken at or near the point of destination before and after off loading.  A list of local certified scales is attached.

Payment for soda ash shall be made for not less than 99 percent by weight of sodium carbonate (Na2C03) or a sodium oxide (Na20) equivalent of not less than 57.9 percent, the insoluble matter shall not exceed 0.05 percent.

QUANTITIES:

The estimate of annual quantities to be purchased is listed below.  Actual quantities purchased may be more or less than the quantity estimated.  A minimum is not guaranteed.

A. B. Jewell Plant – 2600 Tons

ACCEPTANCE AND SAMPLING:

Truckload deliveries of Soda Ash will be sampled and tested by Tulsa Water Treatment Personnel in accordance with AWWA procedures.  Visual inspection of delivery equipment, the sampled material, and compliance with the quality requirements of these specifications as reported on the Affidavit of Compliance presented at the time of delivery shall be sufficient evidence to accept and unload the shipment.

POINT OF DELIVERY:

Delivery is to be made to : A.B.Jewell Treatment Plant, 18707 E. 21st Street

Unloading and placing into storage shall be the responsibility of the vendor.

UNLOADING FACILITY:

Each water treatment plant has a 4-inch quick coupler connection for unloading Soda Ash.  Bidder’s truck must be equipped with unloading air and a minimum of 40 feet of unloading hose.  Any modifications required to the existing fittings for the benefit of the successful bidder shall be a t the bidder’s expense.  Unloading of Soda Ash, and placing inot storage, shall be the responsibility of the bidder.

METHOD OF DELIVERY:

Soda Ash is to be delivered in bulk and placed in City owned bulk storage containers. The placing of the soda ash into the City storage containers will be the responsibility of the vendor.

For safety reasons, an operator will be present during connection/disconnection of hoses for bulk filling.  Soda Ash shall be delivered in bulk quantities only.

All shipments will be accompanied by the following:

1. Shipping Invoice

2. Affidavit of Compliance

3. Weightmaster’s certificate of weight. Attached please find a list of local certified scales.

4. A certificate that delivery trailers are dedicated to the delivery of one product only or a certificate that the trailer was properly cleaned for the transport of the delivery product.

Off loading will not be allowed until the above items are provided.

Unloading times shall be free of charge for a minimum of four (4) hours, beginning upon arrival of the trailer at the Water Plant and ending upon its departure from the property.  Additional charges for each quarter of an hour beyond the four (4) hours of free time shall be as quoted on the Bid Submittal.  Each charge will be investigated and approved prior to payment.  In no case willd emurrage be charged if the vendor’s unloading time exceeds free time through no fault of the City.

TIME OF DELIVERY:

Deliveries shall be within seven (7) calendar days after receipt of order at such intervals as indicated by the plant superintendent.

Shipments shall be made between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m., Monday through Friday unless otherwise approved in advance by the plant superintendent or chief operator.

Deliveries may not be made on City recognized holidays.  A list of City holidays will be furnished upon request.

EMERGENCY:

Although Soda Ash is not considered a hazardous chemical, in the event of a spill, the vendor will be responsible for the safe cleanup of the Soda Ash.

BID ITEMS:

Bidders shall provide prices for bulk soda ash in the following manner:

Bulk, Price per ton City supplied storage

Price shall include delivery.  Any other charges or provisions anticipated by the bidder and not shown in these specifications must be called out and included in the bid when submitted.

ALTERING BIDS:

Bids cannot be altered or amended after submission deadline.  Any interlineation, alteration, or erasure made before opening time and date must be initialed by the signer of the bid, guaranteeing authenticity.  Bids must be submitted in ink or typewritten.  Penciling will not be accepted.

PRICING:

Bid prices, unless otherwise specified, must be net, including transportation and handling charges fully prepaid by vendor to destination and subject only to cash discount for prompt payment of invoice.

PRICE ADJUSTMENT OPTION:

The price paid for a commodity under this contract shall not change during the term of this contract.  However, if the bidder anticipates that it will not be able to maintain firm prices for any renewal periods, a change in price may be allowed in a renewal of this contract if the following criteria are met:

1) The bidder includes a formula, to be used to calculate a change in price at the time of renewal, in the bid for the initial contract.  Such formula shall be reasonable, objective and capable of measurement.

2) The contractor notifies the city, in writing, no later than 60 days prior to the expiration of the initial contract period, or any renewal period, of its intent to exercise the right to escalate or de-escalate prices under the contract.  The notice shall include a calculation of the price increase or decrease requested including the formula used.

DELIVERY:

Delivery time must be stated in days in the appropriate spaces of the cover sheet.  Indefinite terms such as “promptly”, “without delay”, etc., will not be given consideration.  Failure to indicate delivery time shall be cause for rejection of the bid.

BIDDER AFFIDAVITS:

Each bidder shall accompany his bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so shall be cause for rejection of the bid.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications, or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f. the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.
