(2) THE CONTRACTOR, IN ALL SOLICITATIONS OR ADVERTISEMENTS FOR EMPLOYMENT PLACED BY OR ON BEHALF OF THE CONTRACTOR, WILL STATE THAT SUCH CONTRACTOR IS AN EQUAL OPPORTUNITY EMPLOYER.

(3) NOTICES, ADVERTISEMENTS AND SOLICITATIONS PLACED IN ACCORDANCE WITH FEDERAL LAW, RULE OR REGULATION SHALL BE DEEMED SUFFICIENT FOR THE PURPOSE OF MEETING THE REQUIREMENTS OF THIS SECTION.

B. THE CONTRACTOR WILL INCLUDE THE PROVISION OF THE FOREGOING PARAGRAPHS OF THIS SECTION IN EVERY SUBCONTRACT OR PURCHASE ORDER OF OVER $10,000, SO THAT THE PROVISIONS WILL BE BINDING UPON EACH SUBCONTRACTOR OR VENDOR.

AWARD OF BID:

THE BID SHALL BE AWARDED TO THE FIRM WHOSE PROPOSAL IS RESPONSIVE TO THE BID AND IS MOST ADVANTAGEOUS TO THE CITY, CONSIDERING THE FACTORS IDENTIFIED IN THE BID AND SECTION 406E OF TITLE 6, THE PURCHASING ORDINANCE SET FORTH BELOW:

E. AWARD OF CONTRACT.

1. AUTHORITY OF MAYOR. THE MAYOR SHALL HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO AWARD CONTRACTS WITHIN THE PURVIEW OF THIS CHAPTER.

2. LOWEST SECURE BIDDER.  CONTRACTS SHALL BE AWARDED TO THE LOWEST SECURE BIDDER MEETING SPECIFICATIONS.  IN DETERMINING “LOWEST SECURE BIDDER”, IN ADDITION TO PRICE, THE FOLLOWING FACTORS SHALL BE CONSIDERED:

A. THE ABILITY, CAPACITY AND SKILL OF THE BIDDER TO PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE REQUIRED;

B. WHETHER THE BIDDER CAN PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE PROMPTLY OR WITHIN THE TIME SPECIFIED, WITHOUT DELAY OR INTERFERENCE;

C. THE CHARACTER, INTEGRITY, REPUTATION, JUDGMENT, EXPERIENCE AND EFFICIENCY OF THE BIDDER;

D. THE QUALITY OF PERFORMANCE OF PREVIOUS CONTRACTS OR SERVICES;

E. THE PREVIOUS AND EXISTING COMPLIANCE BY THE BIDDER WITH LAWS AND ORDINANCES RELATING TO THE CONTRACT OR SERVICE;

F. THE SUFFICIENCY OF THE FINANCIAL RESOURCES AND ABILITY OF THE BIDDER TO PERFORM THE CONTRACT OR PROVIDE THE SERVICE;

G. THE QUALITY, AVAILABILITY AND ADAPTABILITY OF THE SUPPLIES OR CONTRACTUAL SERVICES TO THE PARTICULAR USE REQUIRED;

H. THE ABILITY OF THE BIDDER TO PROVIDE FUTURE MAINTENANCE AND SERVICE FOR THE USE OF THE SUBJECT OF THE CONTRACT, AND;

I. WHERE AN EARLIER DELIVERY DATE  WOULD BE OF GREAT BENEFIT TO THE REQUISITIONING AGENCY, THE DATE AND TERMS OF DELIVERY MAY BE CONSIDERED IN THE BID AWARD, AND;

J. THE NUMBER AND SCOPE OF CONDITIONS ATTACHED TO THE BID.

K. IF A POINT SYSTEM HAS BEEN UTILIZED IN THE BID SPECIFICATIONS, THE NUMBER OF POINTS EARNED BY THE BIDDER.

BID  DOCUMENTS:

BIDDER SHALL RETURN ALL BID DOCUMENTS INTACT EXACTLY AS FURNISHED IN ITS ORIGINAL FORM. ALL BID DOCUMENTS REQUIRING SIGNATURE MUST BE SIGNED BY AN AUTHORIZED AGENT OF THE COMPANY BIDDING.  PRINTING YOUR NAME IN LIEU OF SIGNATURE WILL NOT BE ALLOWED.  FAILURE TO COMPLY WILL RESULT IN REJECTION OF YOUR BID.
BIDDER:
The contractor shall have a formal, written Safety Program and provide a copy of that program along with its bid.

The successful bidder will be a contractor familiar with this type of work and who has the necessary equipment and personnel to perform the work within the times specified.  The successful bidder will be responsible for all labor, equipment and material required.

The successful bidder will be an independent contractor and in no way classified as a City of Tulsa employee.

City of Tulsa employees will not be permitted to bid on this contract or work for the awarded contractor on this contract.

Contractors who have not previously performed this type of work for the city of Tulsa may be required to provide references of past work, lists of equipment and personnel.

The contractor will be responsible for compliance with all applicable Federal, State and Municipal laws and ordinances.

The contractor shall be responsible for the character and actions of its employees at all times while working on this contract.  Any disrespectful or discourteous actions toward the public will not be tolerated.

The work may not be sub-contracted to any other company or individual without requesting such in writing and receiving prior written consent from the Public Works Department, Street Maintenance Division, Planning and Contracts Manager.

Any sub-contractor permitted will have the same insurance, licensing and performance bond, and all other requirement of these specifications as the contract holder.

EXAMINATION OF WORK SITE:  The bidder shall be responsible for examining  the work sites and be familiar with work  required  at each  site.   The submission of a bid is taken as  evidence  that the contractor is familiar with the work sites and work required.  Acreage  amounts  listed in Attachment A  are  ESTIMATES for  informational purposes only and may not reflect actual area measurements.

WORK HOURS AND TRAFFIC CONTROL:  Work  hours  shall be  at  the discretion  of  the contractor provided the  operation  does  not interfere  with  normal  traffic, or disrupt  the  public  peace.  Interference  with  the public shall be kept to a  minimum.   The contractor  is  required to provide traffic control signs for all  work  on  or affecting  the  street right-of-way and  traffic  controls  shall conform with The Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices.   All associated costs shall be included in the bid price.  All contractor employees must wear safety vests while in the street right-of-way.

EQUIPMENT:  The  successful  bidder must  have  the  necessary equipment  to perform the work, INCLUDING AT LEAST TWO 38  TO  40 HORSEPOWER  TRACTORS  WITH A 5 OR 6 FOOT  FLAIL  MOWER.  Bidders must submit a list of their equipment with their bid.

PROCEDURE:  The  following procedure shall be  followed  after award of the contract:

a. The City and the contractor will agree upon an official start date and  a letter of authorization reflecting that date will be sent to the contractor.  The contractor will be  required to  begin work within 24 hours (excepting rain and OZONE days) of  the start date   and  to  complete all work within the  next  ten  (10) calendar days, excluding ozone and inclement weather days.

b. The contractor will perform the authorized work  and apprise the City each morning BY FAX of its progress on a daily basis.

c.  The City will progressively inspect the work and notify the contractor within 24 hours, excluding weekends and holidays, of any deficiencies.  Deficiencies must be corrected within 48 hours.

d.  The contractor will invoice the City when all  work on that authorization has been completed,  inspected and approved.

e.   The  City  will process payment  upon  receipt  of invoice and inspectors report.

SPECIFICATIONS:  The  sites  to  be mowed  are  identified  in Appendix  (A) to this document.  There is no guaranteed number  of mowings, but it is anticipated that  eight to ten annual mowings will  be authorized.  Depending upon conditions, only part of the list, or individual  sites  may be authorized at any given  time.   Mowing shall  be done only under proper weather conditions.  Rutting  or other damage to sites will not be permitted.  Work shall be in accordance with the following:

1.   Litter, sticks, limbs and all other forms of debris shall be picked up prior to  and  after mowing  as  needed and disposed of according to law.  (Large  amounts  of illegally dumped material will be removed by City forces).  Any aforementioned debris which have been mowed over must be removed.

2.  All vegetation shall be cut to a maximum height  of  2",  or less.  No turf will be scalped  or  tall stalks left standing.  Finished mowing must have a neat, uniform professionally landscaped appearance.

3.   The  areas around guard rails,  overpasses, underpasses (including railroads) signs,  fences, trees, paved surfaces, drainage structures  or other  improvements   shall  be   hand trimmed.  Use of herbicides will not be permitted unless  authorized in writing.

4.  Grass shall be edged to the back of all curbs and paved structures.  “Gutter grass” growing at the base of any curb must be removed.

5.  Grass or debris generated by mowing will be removed from streets and other

paved structures.

6.  Any damage to turf, curbs, permanent trees, public signs or other items must

be reported immediately and repaired and/or restored within 72 hours. 

7.  Unless otherwise directed, the contractor will mow in the same sequence each

cycle.

8.  Vegetation adjacent to drainageways must be trimmed to within one foot of

the flowline.  All “cattails” must be trimmed to a height of not more than six inches.

9.  Singular, individual “nuisance” trees and brush two inches in diameter or less must be removed to the ground line.

SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS

 TREE PLANTINGS: Bidders are advised and acknowledge that trees or other improvements may be placed upon one or more sites and that these improvements will require additional work upon said sites.  Bidders agree to maintain those sites to these specifications at no additional compensation.

PREVIOUSLY UNMAINTAINED SITES: Some of these sites are overgrown and unmaintained.  The cost of the initial cleanup must be included in the unit price bid.

ADDITIONAL MOWING LOCATIONS: (Not considered in award of bid):  Additional  mowing may be authorized at any location  within the  City of Tulsa.  If special instructions are  required,  they will be included in the letter of authorization.  If mowing under the  per acre bid item, the contractor and the City will agree on  an area measurement prior to commencing work, .  Mowing performed on a per hour or per acre basis will conform to the specifications and the use of herbicides will not be permitted unless authorized  in writing.  If mowing under the hourly rate, the contractor and the City will agree upon the  approved hours prior to mowing, whenever possible. ALL INVOICES CONTAINING HOURLY RATE WORK MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY ORIGINAL, OR CERTIFIED COPIES OF, SITE SPECIFIC EMPLOYEE TIMESHEETS.  New permanent sites will be mowed on the per hour basis the first mowing.  All subsequent mowings will be performed an a per acre basis.

DELETION OF MOWING LOCATIONS:  If  sites  are deleted from this contract, payment  will  be reduced by the bid unit price per site.
