3. All prices shall be quoted F.O.B. Tulsa, Oklahoma, and delivery to City of Tulsa location shall be without additional charge.

4. The bidder shall attach the manufacturer's name of the equipment or material to be furnished, type, model numbers, manufacturer's 

    descriptive bulletins and specifications. All guarantees and warranties should be clearly stated. This data shall be in sufficient 
    detail  to describe accurately the equipment or material to be furnished. Manufacturer's specifications, in respect to the successful 
    bidder,  shall be considered as part of his contract with the City of Tulsa.

5. The bidder shall show in the proposal both the unit prices and total amount, where required, of each item listed. In the event of 

    error or discrepancy in the mathematics, the unit prices shall prevail.

6. Any exceptions or deviations from written specifications shall be shown in writing and attached to the bid form.

9. The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any technicalities in the bidding, and to award each item to

    different bidders or all items to a single bidder.

 10. All bids must be accompanied by bidders bond, cash, certified or cashier's check in the amount shown on the face of the bid form.   This amount shall be retained by the City of Tulsa as liquidated damages in the event the successful bidder (or bidders) fails to execute a contract, if required. The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

             12. Direct purchase of certain items of equipment or material by the City of Tulsa are exempt from Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma 

                   Sales Tax. In such cases the bidder shall quote prices which do not include Federal Excise Tax and Oklahoma Sales Tax. The City 

                   of Tulsa will furnish executed exemption certificates upon presentation by the bidder at the time of purchase.

             13. Bid must show number of days required for delivery under normal conditions. Failure to state delivery time obligates bidder to complete delivery in fourteen (14) calendar days. Unrealistically short or long delivery promises may cause bid to be disregarded. Contractor must keep Purchasing Department advised at all times of status of order. Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the Purchasing Agent to purchase supplies elsewhere and charge full increase of cost and handling to defaulting contractor. Consistent failure to meet delivery promises without valid reason may cause removal from bid list.

INTENT:

To secure a source of supply for Brake and Clutch Parts for the City of Tulsa on an annual basis.

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS:

Bids will be accepted only from established suppliers that have warehousing capabilities and the ability to make delivery to various City of Tulsa locations as needed.

Bidders must carry a sufficient stock of various items listed herein so that over the counter emergency purchases can be made on most common use items.

The award of contract shall be made by section to the overall lowest and best bidder meeting the specifications.

PRICES:

Discounts bid shall be firm for the duration of the contract.  Prices are to be based on parts equal to original equipment or better.  Bidder must indicate if parts bid are new or remanufactured.

CONTRACT:

The successful bidder will be required to enter into an annual contract with the City within ten (10) days after submission of such and post a Performance Bond in the amount of $1,000.00.  The Purchasing Agent may waive the continuance of the Performance Bond after the first contract year.

The City reserves the right to renew the contract for four (4) additional years, renewable annually with agreement between both parties concerned.

The City reserves the right to cancel the contract with a thirty (30) day written notice.

QUALIFICATION OF BIDDER:

Bids will be accepted from bidders who are authorized distributors for the parts being bid.

The successful bidder must maintain an adequate inventory of parts to supply the City’s needs for both automobiles and trucks.

Deliveries of stock orders shall not exceed two (2) working days and any substitution of parts other than as specified, must be approved by the City of Tulsa Purchasing Division.

Bidders shall include with your bid, on a separate sheet (attached to your bid package), a description of qualifications such as:

A. Shop Size

B. Years in business

C. Number of employees and qualifications

D. References

E. Description of parts inventory

Bidder shall make usable to the City garages electronic access to store inventory and parts catalogues, if available.

PRICE SHEETS, CATALOGS, BROCHURES:

Bidders shall include two (2) copies of all price sheets and/or catalogs necessary to evaluate the bid.  Failure to comply may result in rejection of your bid.

The successful bidder shall supply five (5) copies of price sheets and catalogs to the Equipment Management Department at time of contract signing.

RIGHT TO AUDIT:

Bidder fully understands that it is a condition of this bid to allow the City to audit for goods, services, materials and/or supplies provided to the City of Tulsa.  Bidder agrees to provide timely access to its books and records on Bidder's premises upon reasonable request by City staff.  Bidder further agrees that it shall provide City personnel reasonable access and such clerical assistance as City staff may require for examination and audit of those portions of Bidder's books and records relating to the goods, services, materials and/or supplies furnished to the City during the term of any contract between Bidder and City.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
Bidder shall take the necessary actions to ensure its facilities and employment practices are in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any costs of such compliance will be the sole responsibility of Bidder.

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:

Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.

ASSIGNMENT:

Successful bidder shall not sell, sublet, or assign this agreement or any portion thereof to any person or persons, except upon the written approval of the City of Tulsa.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

DELIVERY:

The supplier shall deliver each item F.O.B.  Destination, Tulsa, Oklahoma, and to any and all points located within the City’s corporate limits.

COST ADJUSTMENT TERMS:

During the term of the contract with the City of Tulsa, the vendor may request an increase in price providing said vendor shows proof to the City that a price increase is justified.  The vendor must show that the price increase is for economic reasons that are beyond the scope of the vendor’s control.

Price increases may be approved, when the manufacturer has issued a new published catalogue/price list of its commodities, during the term of the annual contract with the City of Tulsa.

A request for a price increase must be addressed in writing, at least thirty days prior to the effective date of the price increase, to the Purchasing Agent, City of Tulsa.

Failure to notify the Purchasing division of a price change will result in merchandise being purchased at the cost (less firm discount) of the current price list on file with the City.

QUANTITIES:

The City of Tulsa does not guarantee any specific quantity or number of purchases that will be made during the contract period.  If the vendor’s prices cannot stay competitive with the outside market, the City reserves the right to purchase from outside suppliers or low bidder(s).

If requirements for any awarded item do not materialize, such failure shall not constitute grounds for equitable adjustment or additional compensation.

PURCHASE ORDERS, INVOICING AND PAYMENT:

The City may issue both itemized and blanket type purchase orders for the various City agencies.

The contract holder shall furnish the user department one (1) copy of the itemized delivery ticket.

The original invoice is to be sent directly to the City of Tulsa Accounts Payable Division, 200 Civic Center, City Hall Building, 9th Floor, Tulsa, Oklahoma 74103.

Invoices shall contain as a minimum, the following information:

1. Using agency and address

2. Purchase Order Number

3. Delivery Ticket Number (if not the same as invoice number)

4. Product description

5. Unit price of product(s)

6. Total price of invoice

7. Delivery or pick-up date

8. TAC number

Invoices for monthly blanket purchase orders are not to exceed the dollar amount shown on the purchase order.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm or firms whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

TIE BIDS:

In the event that two or more bidders offer identical discounts from the same price list, award of that line will be made based on the following considerations, taken in order of precedence:

1. Preference will be given to the bidder who offers a manufacturers line as a “stocking” distributor as compared to a “non-stocking” distributor.

2. Preference will be given to the bidder who offers the largest discount for prompt payment of an invoice within 10 days of receipt of same.

3. Preference will be given to the bidder who offers the best delivery time stated in working days.

PRICE LISTS/CATALOGS:

Bidders must furnish with their bid, one copy of all price lists they are bidding.  Each is to be marked with the bidding firm’s name and the TAC number.
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
