INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, a source of supply for furnishing  all labor, materials, equipment, chemicals, supplies, spray trucks, transportation, insurance, supervision and proper licenses to apply chemicals for Bermuda Release, weed and vegetation control for the City of Tulsa.  There is no guaranteed amount of work to be performed, this will be dependent on need and funds available.  Award will be made to the lowest secure bidder.

BIDDERS WILLSUBMIT THREE (3) COPIES OF EACH BID.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE:

A pre-bid conference with mandatory attendance will be held on Thursday, March 2, 2000 at 1:30 p.m., 4502 S. Galveston to explain the bid and answer any questions.

PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS:

The Contractor must provide the Oklahoma License Number for chemical applicator(s) licenses along with the Bid quotation.  Licenses must be current and valid.  Failure to possess a Chemical Applicator License(s) shall result in rejection of the bond and certificates.

BIDDER:

The successful bidder will be an independent contractor and in no way classified as a City of Tulsa employee.  He will be familiar with this type of work and have the necessary equipment and personnel to perform the work within the time specified.  The successful bidder will be responsible for all labor, equipment, and material required.

City of Tulsa employees will not be permitted to bid on this contract or work for the awarded contractor on this contract.

Contractors who have not previously performed this type of work for the City of Tulsa may be required to provide references of past work, and equipment and personnel lists prior to award of bid.

The contractor will be responsible for compliance with all applicable Federal, State and Municipal laws and ordinances.

The contractor shall be responsible for the character and actions of its employees at all times while working on this contract.  Any disrespectful or discourteous actions toward the public will not be tolerated.

DISCHARGE OF EMPLOYEES:

An employee of the contractor who is stationed at the site of the work, and should prove to be quarrelsome, dishonest, incompetent, or inexperienced, or should not work for the good of the job, shall, upon written notice from Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management’s Inspector, be removed from the job site by the contractor and replaced by an employee with proper qualifications.

PERFORMANCE BOND:

Within ten (10) days following the award of the bid, the successful bidder will be required to post (1) a performance bond, or (2) an irrevocable letter of credit naming the City of Tulsa as beneficiary, and guaranteeing the proper and prompt completion of the work in accordance with the provisions of the contract and bid specifications.  The performance bond or irrevocable letter of credit shall be in the amount of $10,000.00.
PRICING INSTRUCTION:

The bidder shall state on the “Pricing Sheet”, the price bid per application on each of the forty-eight (48) parcels listed, the total for all parcels, and a per acre rate  The per acre rate will be used in adjustments for additions or deletions of acreage and or parcels over the life of this contract. BID PRICE ESCALATION:

Prices bid shall be firm for the first year of the contract. Contractor must provide a certificate of insurance compliance within ten (10) calendar days after notification of award and prior to starting work.  The City of Tulsa shall be listed as an additional insured on all certificates of insurance, to read as follows:  “The City of Tulsa, a municipal corporation, is an additional insured for work performed under the subject contract and must be notified in writing thirty (30) days in advance of insurance cancellation or termination."” Certification must include: Name and address of insurance company (must be licensed to transact business in the State of Oklahoma); Policy number, and liability coverage and amounts.

ASSIGNMENT:

Successful bidder shall not sell, sublet, or assign the agreement or any portion thereof to any person or persons, except with the written approval of the City of Tulsa.

f. the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k. if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS:

Contractor awarded this bid shall be available to perform Bermuda release as required by the following specifications.  Although requirements may vary, the contractor must be prepared to provide any and all labor and equipment within 48 hours of notification to the job site as directed.  Failure to meet this 48-hour response time is a violation of the contract and may, at the discretion of Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management, be grounds for terminating the contract.

SCOPE:

Bermuda Release, as per attached schedule.  Contractor to furnish all labor, material, equipment, spray trucks, supervision, insurance, and proper license to apply chemicals for control of all vegetative growth except Bermuda grass as required by the Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management.  The item list will be completed within fifteen (15) days of initial notification to proceed.

EQUIPMENT REQUIRED:

Spray trucks and tractors or backpack sprayers.  All equipment must be inspected for safety and must be designed and suited for chemical applications.

The contractor shall provide equipment of sufficient quality to perform work in a safe and timely fashion.  Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management reserves the right to reject and require replacement of equipment if it feels it is unsuitable.  Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management will provide the contractor with an explanation, in writing of how that determination was made.

EXPERIENCE AND QUALIFICATIONS:

Experience data will be used to assist in determining the qualifications of the bidder.  Bidders who fail to supply the necessary data or who fail in the opinion of the department to meet the requirements of qualification may be rejected at the option of the department.

1. Each contractor shall have the minimum qualification as Follows:

a) Company must have five (5) years experience in Herbicide application.

b) All equipment used must be licensed, as applicable.

c) Personnel Experience:

Minimum of one (1) year in applying herbicides and must possess a valid Oklahoma Commercial Applicator’s License.

All persons applying chemicals must be a service technician licensed with the State of Oklahoma.

d) Supervisor Requirement:

Minimum of three (3) years experience in applying herbicides.  Supervisor will be a licensed ground applicator under Department of Agriculture and will be thoroughly familiar with Oklahoma and Federal Laws governing the application of herbicides.

e) Contractor must furnish a list of references (4 or 5 Companies), with addresses and telephone numbers.

2. The following information is to be supplied as stated below:

a) Certified Applicator’s License Number.

b) Number of years experience under present company name.

c) A list of the equipment, owned by the contractor, which will be used in the execution of this contract, including the age of the equipment.

d) Number of full time, licensed and certified, personnel that will be used to execute this contract.

MATERIAL:

The use of herbicides containing arsenate compounds is strictly prohibited.

The use of Phenoxy herbicides is strictly prohibited.

All chemicals used shall be non-toxic to human, fish, and animal in the concentrations applied, and such chemicals shall not produce or create foul odors which may be objectionable or obnoxious to the general public on the areas in which this work is done.  In addition, all chemicals used shall conform to all Local, State, and Federal Regulations.

The chemicals used for Bermuda Release shall be water-soluble liquid formulation is isopropylamine salt of glyphosate containing forty-one (41%) percent active and fifty-nine (59%) percent inert ingredients and shall contain four (4) pounds of active ingredient (Isopropylamine Salt N-[Phosphonomethy] Glycine) per US gallon.  Examples of acceptable chemicals are Monsanto’s Rodeo or equal.  Any surfactant used in conjunction with Rodeo must have a streambank label and be comparable to Ortho X-77

Rate of chemical to use: The rate of herbicide to apply on a per acre basis shall not exceed the manufacturer’s recommendation as established in the Environmental Protection Agency label for Bermuda release.

The City, or its authorized representative, reserves the right to take a sample of the tank mix at any time to confirm the correct type and quantity of chemicals.  Failure of the sample to meet specified standards will result in re-application of chemicals at City’ chosen time and more than one sample failing to meet specifications will result in the cancellation of contract without compensation.  Vendor will pay all testing fees on any sample, which fails to meet specifications.

FAULTY WORKS:

Any undesirable vegetation remaining untreated after herbicide application will be removed by mechanical method, to an acceptable height and minimum of 90% control guaranteed in the section below entitled “GUARANTY”, and must be completed within five days of notification.

GUARANTY:

Unless otherwise stipulated, the contractor shall be responsible for all work performed under this contract.

Areas will be sprayed as often as may be required during the term of the contract to keep them sufficiently free of all emergent aquatic vegetation growth such as weeds, etc., including undesirable woody vegetation in order that the flow of water through these areas will not be impeded.

The guarantee is to also include the select spraying as often as may be required during the term of this contract to maintain the side slopes and berms of the sites.

Contracts to guarantee minimum of “90% Brown Out” and control on the undesirable species.

Failure to meet the requirement of this section will be cause for the termination of this contract or the assessment of penalties in accordance with Penalties section.

COMPENSATION:

Contractor will be paid a lump sum for the completion of individual items, based upon invoice, accompanying documents, and inspection approval.

PENALTIES:

A penalty will be assessed for:

a) Any day that an item is not in compliance with the requirements of the compensation section, or

b) Any day in excess of the fifteenth (15th) day after the initial notification to proceed has been issued that an item remains untreated.

The amount of penalty will be based on the following formula:


P=LS x (T/CP) x 2 (applications) where


P = Penalty


LS= Lump Sum Amount for an Item


T= The period on non-compliance in days


CP= Contract period in days

COMPUTATION OF TIME:

A day will be a calendar day of twenty-four (24) hours, measured from midnight to the next midnight.

When a period of time is referred to in the contract documents by days, it shall be computed to exclude the first, and include the last day of such period.  Weekends and holidays will be included in any such computation.

PAYMENT TO CONTRACTOR:

The Contractor shall prepare and submit to Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management by the 5th day of each month an invoice for work completed during the previous month.  Invoices must contain sufficient back up material, such as time sheets, sales receipt or invoice for product used, chemical application log, work reports, etc., to adequately document the location and type of work performed, or invoice will be rejected.  Payments on valid invoices will be made after approval of the Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management Inspector.

The chemical application log must include applicators name and license number; date, time, and location of application; herbicide used; application rate; and weather conditions, including temperature, wind speed and direction.

NON-EXCLUSIVITY:

Successful bidder is to recognize that the contract to be awarded is not exclusive and that Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management may at its discretion obtain estimates or quotations for any work required.

ACCIDENT PREVENTION:

Precaution shall be exercised at all times for the protection of persons (including employees) and property.  The safety provisions of applicable laws, including the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970, and all building and construction codes, shall be observed.

SPRAY EQUIPMENT:

Contractor will not operate spray equipment when wind velocity exceeds ten- (10) mph, and will use every precaution to prevent spray drift onto private property or other areas adjacent to control sites.

CONTRACTOR’S LICENSED APPLICATOR:

Contractor’s licensed applicator will make daily contact with the Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management representative to identify all locations where they will be working during the day, prior to beginning any work.

Contractor’s licensed applicator will complete a daily work report, on specified form, and submit weekly to Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management representative.

MANMADE DEBRIS:

It is not the contractor’s responsibility to deal with any debris other than that of vegetative substance.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to notify Public Works-Surface Drainage/Vegetation Management if he observes abandoned cars, dumpsters, large chunks of concrete or any manmade debris which could impede the flow of water in any area maintained by this contract.
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
