BIDDER QUALIFICATIONS AND REVIEW OF PERFORMANCE:

1.
The bidder must be a veterinarian, licensed by and in good standing with the Oklahoma Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners allowing the veterinarian to practice veterinary medicine in the State of Oklahoma.

· The bidder must must have a minimum of five (5) years of experience in a small animal, or mixed (large and small) with seventy-five (75) percent small animal, clinical practice.  This five (5) years experience must immediately precede the date of bid.  Additionally, this veterinarian must have one (1) year experience in large animal care.

· The bidder must demonstrate excellent managerial skills and possess excellent writing and oral communication skills.  It is desirable that the veterinarian have a minimum of two (2) years experience as an animal clinic/hospital manager/owner.

· Preference will be given to a veterinarian with experience in shelter or rescue work.

2.
The Chief of Police or his/her designee shall review the qualifications of this veterinarian prior to acceptance and shall retain the right of refusal.

3.
The Chief of Police or his/her designee shall annually review the performance of this veterinarian and shall make his/her review known to the veterinarian.  An unacceptable review shall constitute the termination of this contract.

SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED:

1.
The contract veterinarian shall suggest in written format, within six (6) months of receiving the contract,  to the Chief of Police or his/her designee protocol and guidelines regarding the care and handling of animals in the care and custody of the Animal Shelter to ensure that the animals are receiving reasonable and humane care.  The Chief of Police or his/her designee may accept, modify, or reject these suggestions.  From time to time such protocol and guidelines shall be reviewed and updated as requested by the Chief of Police or his/her designee.

2.
The contract veterinarian shall provide emergency veterinary care, when determined by Animal Shelter staff, for sick or injured animals in the control or custody of the Animal Shelter, including those animals held in remote facilities, i.e., stockyards, etc.  The cost of drugs and supplies associated with such emergency care, including the boarding and feeding of the animal at the veterinarian’s clinic shall be paid by the City.  The veterinarian shall not charge the city for his/her professional services associated with providng emergency animal care.


A.
The contract veterinarian shall own or be associated with an animal care facility that is capable of providing a level of emergency care generally accepted by his/her profession and shall agree to accept those animals at his/her clinic needing emergency treatment beyond the capabilities of the Animal Shelter’s clinic to provide.  This facility must be located within thirty (30) minutes travel time from the City Animal Shelter.

B. The emergency treatment protocol and procedures shall be left to the best judgment of the veterinarian.  A treatment plan with a cost estimate shall be submitted by the veterinarian to the Animal Shelter Director to receive authorization prior to beginning such treatment.  This treatment plan and cost estimate may be made to and agreed upon verbally by the Animal Shelter Director.  If the treatment cost exceeds the agreed upon estimate, the veterinarian shall receive additional approval to continue with the treatment.  If such treatment is not authorized, the City shall not be responsible for payment to the veterinarian for any expenses or costs which the veterinarian may have incurred.

C. An invoice for authorized emergency treatment shall be submitted for payment within thirty (30) days after such treatment is completed.  Invoices received after thirty (30) days shall not be paid by the City.

D. After normal business hours, and on holidays and weekends, the veterinarian shall be available to immediately respond to emergency call outs by Animal Shelter staff to provide emergency care for an animal.  Emergency call outs may require the veterinarian to travel to various locations to provide animal first aid, emergency care and treatment of animals, or perform euthanasia on animals as to be determined by Animal Shelter staff.  The veterinarian shall arrive to the call out location within thirty (30) minutes of being notified.

E. To facilitate an emergency call out, the veterinarian shall have the capability of being reached by telephone or pager at all times (24 hours each day/7 days each week).  All expenses for a telephone and pager shall be paid by the veterinarian.

F. In lieu of owning or being associated with a veterinary practice, the veterinarian may subcontract with another veterinary clinic for this emergency treatment.  The veterinarian shall be responsbile for the payment of all costs, including professional services, to this emergency care subcontractor.  The Chief of Police, or his/her designee shall approve such subcontractor and shall retain the right of refusal on all emergency care subcontractors.  The clinic’s location, professional accreditation/credentials, hours of operation, etc. may be factors considered by the Chief of Police, or his/her designee in approving such subcontractor.

3.
The veterinarian shall be responsible for the control and supervision of all drugs, controlled and non-controlled, used, stored, and/or on the premises of the Animal Shelter.  All regulations and procedures established by federal and state laws and/or procedures or regulations pertaining to the control of and usage of all such drugs shall be strictly adhered to.  The veterinarian shall possess all federal and state licenses/certificates necessary to obtain all drugs pertinent to the operation of the Animal Shelter and furnish copies of such licenses/certificates for display at the Animal Shelter and for the purchase of such drugs.  The contract veterinarian shall pay the cost of obtaining such licenses/certificates for the Animal Shelter location.  The contract veterinarian shall apply for the appropriate state and federal licenses to practice at the Animal Shelter within thirty (30) days of receiving the contract and shall keep these licenses current and in effect during the life of the contract.

4.
The veterinarian shall assist with investigations where animal cruelty is alleged.



A.
After normal business hours, and on holidays and weekends, the veterinarian shall be available to immediately respond to cruelty investigation call outs by Animal Shelter staff to provide emergency care for an animal and assist with the investigation as needed.  Emergency call outs may require the veterinarian to travel to various locations to provide animal first aid and veterinary assistances as determined by Animal Shelter staff.



B.
To facilitate a cruelty investigation call out, the veterinarian shall have the capability of being reached by telephone or pager at all times (24 hours each day/7 days each week).  The veterinarian shall pay all expenses for a telephone and pager.  The veterinarian shall arrive at the scene and/or location of the suspected animal cruelty to assist with the investigation within thirty (30) minutes of being notified.



C.
A necropsy or physical examination shall be performed on the animal within an acceptable time to effectively preserve evidence or the health of the animal.  A written diagnosis and prognosis and/or Necropsy Report of the animal’s condition and/or cause of death shall be furnished to Animal Control Director within three (3) working days of such necropsy or examination.



D.
The veterinarian shall identify any physical evidence discovered in his necropsy/examination and collect and preserve such evidence in accordance with accepted rules of evidence.  Such evidence shall be furnished to the Animal Control Director within three (3) working days after being collected.



E.
The veterinarian shall appear in court when properly summoned or subpoenaed to appear as an expert witness to give testimony, sponsor evidence, and/or give his expert opinion.  The veterinarian shall be compensated by the City an additional two hundred (200) dollars for each one half day, or any part thereof, for such court appearances or any depositions which may be required.

F. The treatment protocol and procedures related to animals that are the subject of a cruelty investigation shall be left to the best judgment of the veterinarian.  A treatment plan with a cost estimate shall be submitted by the veterinarian to the Animal Control Director and receive authorization prior to beginning such treatment.  The treatment plan and cost estimate may be made to and agreed upon verbally by the Animal Control Director.  If the treatment cost exceeds the agreed upon estimate, the veterinarian shall receive additional approval to continue with the treatment.  If such treatment is not authorized, the City shall not be responsible for any incurred expenses or costs.

G. An invoice for authorized treatment of those animals suspected of being cruelly treated shall be submitted for payment within thirty (30) days after such treatment is completed.  Invoices received after thirty (30) days shall not be paid by the City.

5.
The contract veterinarian shall supervise the euthanasia of all animals.



A.
The contract veterinarian shall establish protocol and guidelines for the euthanasia process and monitor compliance of same to ensure all city ordinances and federal and state laws, procedures and regulations are strictly adhered to.



B.
The contract veterinarian shall sufficiently train Animal Shelter employees on euthanasia practices to ensure that animals are humanely euthanized.  The veterinarian shall periodically observe those Animal Shelter employees performing euthanasia to verify all procedures and protocol are being adhered to.

6.
The contract veterinarian shall provide training to Animal Shelter employees relating to the care and treatment of animals, animal diseases, zoonoses and occupational illnesses and injuries, chemical restraint of animals, animal behavior, first aid for animals, species and breed identification, sanitation, etc., or other training deemed appropriate by the Chief of Police or his/her designee.  The schedule for such training shall be mutually agreeable between the veterinarian and the Animal Control Director.  Such training shall occur a minimum of one (1) time per employee per year.

7.
The contract veterinarian shall supervise the vaccination of all animals designated by the Animal Shelter staff against rabies and/or other diseases.  The veterinarian shall visit the Animal Shelter each day (Monday through Friday) to ensure compliance with all state and federal laws, procedures and regulations regarding the vaccination of animals.  The veterinarian shall cause all records and proper reporting procedures regarding the vaccination of animals are followed and/or maintained.  The schedule for daily visits to the Animal Shelter shall be mutually agreeable between the veterinarian and the Animal Control Director, but shall be prior to 9:00 A.M. each day.

8.
The contract veterinarian shall establish protocol and guidelines for the handling and processing of animals that have bitten a human or are suspected of having rabies.  Such guidelines shall be in compliance with City of Tulsa Revised Ordinances and the Oklahoma State Department of Health regulations regarding rabies.



A.
The veterinarian shall ensure that all records and proper reporting procedures regarding the observation of rabies suspected animals are followed and/or maintained.



B.
The veterinarian shall visit the Animal Shelter each day (Monday through Friday) to observe all animals confined at the Animal Shelter for rabies observation.  The schedule for daily visits to the Animal Shelter shall be mutually agreeable between the veterinarian and the Animal Control Director, but shall be prior to 9:00 A.M. each day.



C.
The veterinarian shall provide training for Animal Shelter employees in identifying and the handling rabies infected animals.



D.
The veterinarian shall be responsible for all follow-up medical exams for rabies suspect/biting animals held for observation at the Animal Shelter, or at remote facilities, including maintaining all records and following all proper reporting procedures regarding rabies suspected animals.



E.
The contract veterinarian, if directed by the Oklahoma State Department of Health or the Animal Control Director, shall be responsible for removing and packaging the head of animals, and providing transportation to the Oklahoma State Department of Health Testing Laboratory for rabies testing of biting or rabies suspected animals.  The cost for packaging and transportation of animal heads shall be the responsibility of the City.

9.
The contract veterinarian shall be a consultant for situations that arise including, but not limited to:  disease outbreaks; proper disinfecting protocols; handling of fractious animals; medical advice for sick or injured animals; disaster response planning; continuing education for City employees; public relations for the Animal Shelter; advisor to City officials and/or the City Council on animal related matters and any other veterinary or public health related issue.

10.
The contract veterinarian shall assist in the Animal Shelter adoption program and provide veterinarian services for the dog/cat sterilization clinic at the City Animal Shelter.  In conjunction with the clinic, the veterinarian shall:



A.
Sterilize all dogs and cats designated by the Animal Shelter staff.  Depending upon the number of animals adopted through the adoption program, up to twenty (20) cats and/or dogs may be scheduled for surgery each weekday.  All sterilizaiton surgeries shall be completed on the day scheduled and available for release to their new owner prior to 3:00 P.M., unless the animal”s medical conditons prevent otherwise.



B.
Assist the Animal Shelter staff with the selection of animals for the adoption program.



C.
Sterilize a sufficient number of dogs and cats to be available for immediate adoption to meet the anticipated demands of the public.  The veterinarian and the Animal Control Director will mutually agree upon the number of animals to be pre-sterilized.



D.
Perform sterilization on puppies and kittens as young as six (6) weeks of age.



E.
Follow generally accepted policies for animal sterilizations, as accepted by American Veterinary Medical Association, including but not limited to: a separate sterile surgical pack must be used for each canine/feline spay or castration performed; the veterinarian must wear a cap, mask, sterile gown, and sterile gloves while performing surgery.



F.
Each animal selected for the Animal Shelter adoption program shall receive a complete physical examination prior to surgery.  Only healthy animals, as determined by the veterinarian, will undergo surgery.



G.
All cats selected for the Animal Shelter adoption program shall be tested for the leukemia virus, vaccinated for Feline Viral Rhinotrachetis, Calici Virus, and Panleukopenia.  They shall also be tested for intestinal worms and treated, if needed.  If the animal is over the age of three (3) months of age, a vaccination for rabies shall be administered.



H.
All dogs selected for the Animal Shelter adoption program are to be vaccinated for Distemper, Hepatitis, Para-Influenza and Parvovirus.  They shall also be tested for intestinal worms and treated if needed.  If the animal is over the age of three (3) months, they shall be vaccinated for rabies.  If the animal is over the age of six (6) months, they will be tested for heart worms and, if tested negative, they will be started on a heart worm prevention program.



I.
The veterinarian shall provide appropriate emergency care in case of complications related to the surgery itself.  Any expense related to such complications shall be born by the veterinarian.



J.
The veterinarian shall provide post-operative care on all animals immediately following the surgery procedure.



K.
The veterinarian shall provide a post-operative examination and remove sutures from all animals adopted from the Animal Shelter.  If the person adopting the animal prefers to use the services of another veterinarian for its post-operative exam and suture removal, the veterinarian shall provide appropriate medical history of the animal to such veterinarian.

11. The contract veterinarian shall provide routine veterinary care for all animals in the care and custody of the City Animal Shelter.

A. At the request of the Animal Shelter Director, the veterinarian shall perform a necropsy on animals who die while in the care and custody of the City Animal Shelter to determine the cause of the death of such animal.  A written necropsy report shall be furnished to the Animal Shelter Director within three (3) working days of such necropsy.

12.
The contract veterinarian shall provide routine and emergency veterinary care for all animals in the Animal Shelter’s Foster Animal Care Program.

A. At the request of the Animal Control Director, or his designee, the veterinarian shall be available one (1) evening or weekend morning each week at the Animal Shelter to examine animals int eh foster program and provide routine veterinary care.

B. The veterinarian shall provide emergency veterinary care for animals in the foster program as specified in paragraph 2 of Services to be Provided Section of this contract.

RECORD KEEPING:

1.
All records associated with the veterinary practice at the City Animal Shelter shall be maintained on the Animal Shelter premises.  These records shall be maintained for a period of time required by applicable City ordinances, state and federal laws, regulations and procedures, or for a period of five (5) years, or which ever is longer.

RESTRICTIONS:

1.
The contract veterinarian shall be forbidden from sub-contracting the professional services listed in this contract to another qualified veterinarian, except for the exception in Paragraph 2, Sub-paragraph F of Services to be Provided Section in this contract and the following.  The veterinarian shall be responsbiel for the payment of cost, including progressional services, to the subcontractor during these absences and/or time when unavailable to perform as required by this contract.

A. To attend continuing education seminars, recognized functions to further his professional knowledge, and other professional obligations, but shall not exceed a duration of 12 working days each year.

B. For annual vacations, but not to exceed a duration of 12 working days each year.

C. For their and/or family medical emergencies or sickness, but not to exceed 12 working days each year.

2. The contract veterinarian is not prohibited from employing licensed veterinarians or from utilizing licensed veterinarian partners and/or associates in providing veterinary services in accordance with this contract.  The contract veterinarian shall be responsible for the payment of cost and wages, includingprofesional servies, for employing such veterinarian and/or utilizing partners and/or associates.

OPTION:

The City has the right to exercise the option requiring the bidder to perform the following duties, in addition to those listed else where in this contract, at no additional cost to the City.

Conditions and specifications for the veterinary services provided for the Tulsa Police Department K-9 Unit’s dogs.

1.
The veterinarian shall provide all normal and preventative care and treatment for all police dogs.  These services shall be performed at the veterinarian’s private clinic or subcontracted clinic, and shall not be performed at the City Animal Shelter facility.

2.
The veterinarian shall furnish all vaccines, drugs, medical supplies, and equipment necessary to provide adequate and responsible medical care for all police dogs.  The cost of such vaccines, drugs and medical supplies shall be the responsibility of the City.

3.
The veterinarian shall provide emergency veterinary care for all police dogs.



A.
The veterinarian shall be available to provide emergency care for sick or injured police dogs.



B.
The treatment protocol and procedures shall be left to the best judgment of the veterinarian.



C.
After normal business hours, and on holidays and weekends, the veterinarian must be available to immediately respond to emergency call outs by the Police K-9 Unit staff to provide emergency medical care for police dog.



D.
To facilitate an emergency call out, the veterinarian shall have the capability of being reached by telephone or pager.  All expenses for a telephone and pager shall be paid by the veterinarian.



E.
All non-routine or emergency care costs shall be paid by the City.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g.
the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

CONTRACT:

The terms of the contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning from the date it is executed by the City of Tulsa.  the contract shall be renewable, with the consent of both parties, for two (2) successive one (1) year periods.

The successful bidder will be required to enter into a contract with the City within ten (10) days after receipt of the City’s contract documents.

ASSIGNMENT:

Successful bidder shall not sell, sublet, or assign this agreement or any portion thereof to any person or persons, except upon the written approval of the City of Tulsa.

Contractor shall comply with all applicable governmental laws and regulations.

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:

Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.
