The City of Tulsa reserves the right to make the final judgment concerning what is a minor deviation and to award the bid to the bidder(s) who best suits the City's need for the items bid.

The price of high use items will be a major consideration in making the award of the bid.  The cost of each item meeting specifications willbe multiplied by the estimated annual useage to aid in determining low bidder.

Any exceptions or deviations to any portion of these specifications must be clearly noted, set out and justified in your bid proposal.

The City will have the capability to award by section, and/or overall low bidder meeting specificaitons.  If a product does not meeet minimum specifications it will not be considered.

DELIVERY:
Delivery time must be stated in days in the appropriate spaces of the cover sheet.  Indefinite terms such as "promptly", "without delay", etc., will not be given consideration.  Failure to indicate delivery time shall be cause for rejection of the bid.

All bidders are to maintain a stock of the items listed herein and be able to deliver order within ten (10) working days after receipt of written purchase order(s).

Should the successful bidder not be able (without just cause) to deliver in the required time, the City has the option to purchase the needed items on the open market and back charge the successful bidder for the difference in the price for the item purchased.  Repeated slow deliveries shall be just cause for cancelling the contract.

The City does not guarantee any specific quantity of items to be purchased within the contract period.

PRICING:

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:
Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

The notice shall include a calcualation of the price increase or decrease requested including the formula used.
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
