INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, a source of supply for furnishing any or all of the Custodial Services listed in the Form of Proposal at various Park and Recreation sites to include, but not limited to, designated outdoor rest room and recreation center facilities listed in Exhibit “A”.

ALTERING BIDS:
Bids cannot be altered or amended after submission deadline.  Any interlineation, alteration or erasure made before opening time and date must be initialed by the signer of the bid, guaranteeing authenticity.  Bids must be submitted in ink or typewritten.  Penciling will not be accepted.

EMPLOYMENT DISCRIMINATION BY CONTRACTOR PROHIBITED:

A.
During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

(1)
The contractor will not discriminate against any employees or applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex or national origin, except where religion, sex or national origin is a bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the contractor.  The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provision of this nondiscrimination clause.

The contractor, in all solicitations or advertisements for employment placed by or on behalf of the contractor, will state that such contractor is an equal opportunity employer.

ADDENDA AND INTERPRETATIONS:

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this bid, a written addendum will be provided to all the bidders.  The City of Tulsa is not bound by any oral representations, clarifications or changes made in the written specifications by City of Tulsa employees unless such clarification or change is provided to bidders in written addendum form from the Purchasing Division.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

The City reserves the right to determine which table meets required specifications. Further, reserves the right to award by single item or overall low bidder meeting specifications, whichever is beneficial to the City.

BIDDER'S AFFIDAVIT:

Each bidder shall accompany their bid with a fully executed and notarized copy of the attached Non-Collusion Affidavit and the Interest Affidavit.  Failure to do so may be cause for rejection of the bid.

CONTRACT:

Each bidder agrees, if he is the successful bidder, to enter into alk contract with the City of Tulsa and to submit and deliver to the City of Tulsa allb onds and certificates of insurance which are required by this bid or by law.

TERMS OF CONTRACT:

The term of the contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning from the date it is executed by the City of Tulsa.  The contract shall be renewable, with the consent of both parties, for successive two (2) one (1) year periods.  Bidder must post a Performance Bond in the amount of $1,000.00.

CHANGES:

The City of Tulsa may make changes within the general scope of the services to be performed by giving notice to the contractor and subsequently confirming such changes in writing.  If such changes affect the cost of, or the time required for the performance of the services, an equitable adjustment in the price shall be made.  No change by the Contractor shall be recognized without written approval of the City.

ASSIGNMENT:

The successful bidder shall not sell, sublet, or assign this agreement or any portin thereof to any person or persons, except upon the written approval of the City of Tulsa.

The contractor shall comply with all applicable govermental laws and regulations.

CONTRACT CANCELLATION:

Irrespective of any breach of the provisions set forth herein, the City shall have the right to cancel the contract upon thirty (30) days written notice to the contractor.  The contractor shall have the right to cancel the contract upon ninety (90) days written notice to the City.

CONTRACTOR’S LIABILITY AND INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

General Liability.  The City of Tulsa shall not be liable or responsible for any accident, loss, assault, battery, defamation, false arrest, false imprisonment, invasion of privacy, intentional or negligent infliction of emotional distress, injury (including death), or damages happening or occurring during the term of the performance of the work to persons and/or property, and the Contractor shall fully indemnify and protect the City from and against the same.  In addition to the liability imposed by law on the Contractor for damage or injury (including death) to persons or property by reason of negligence of the Contractor or his agents, with liability is not impaired or otherwise affected hereby, the Contractor hereby assumes liability for and agrees to save the City harmless and indemnify him for every expense, liability or payment by reason of any damage or injury (including death) to persons or property suffered or any of his subcontractors or anyone directly or indirectly employed by premises while in control of the Contractor or any of his subcontractors or anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them or arising in any way from the work called for in this bid.

Liens.  Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold the City harmless from all claims, demands, causes of action or suits of whatever nature arising out of the services, labor and materials furnished by the Contractor or his subcontractors under the scope of this bid and from all laborer's materialmen's and mechanics' liens upon the real property upon which the work is located or any property of the City of Tulsa.

Insurance Requirements.  The Contractor, and any subcontractors, shall carry and keep in force during the term of the contract policies of public liability insurance including any contractual liability assumed under the contract in the minimum amounts set forth below and workmen's compensation and employer's liability insurance in the amounts required by law.  The contractor shall also furnish an owner's protective policy in the same amounts with the City of Tulsa as the named assured by the same insurance company as the insurer of contractor's liability coverage.

The policy shall provide a clause stating that it cannot be canceled by the insurer without the insurer first giving the City ten (10) days written notice of cancellation.  The successful bidder shall furnish the City a certificate of insurance showing such coverage within ten (10) days following the acceptance of the bid by the City prior to starting work.  The City of Tulsa shall ble listed as an additional insured on all certificates of insurance, to read as follows:  The City of Tulsa, al municipal corporation, is an additional insured for work performed under TAC 175C, and must be notified thirty (30) days in advance of insurance cancellation or termination.

A contractor or supplier required to provide evidence of insurance must provide, along with the evidence of insurance, furtehr evidence that the insurer of this contractor/supplier must be authorized to do business in the State of Oklahoma.

OTHER APPLICABLE LAWS:

Any provision required to be included in a contract of this type by any applicable and valid Federal, State or local law, ordinance, rule or regulation shall be deemed to be incorporated herein.

AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT:
Bidder shall take the necessary actions to ensure its facilities and employment practices are in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  Any costs of such compliance will be the sole responsibility of Bidder.

SPECIFICATIONS

CHARACTER OF SERVICES:

The successful bidder, as an independent contractor, shall furnish, without exception all equipment, personnel, material and cleaning supplies necessary to provide the services specified expeditiously and efficiently during as many hours per shift as may be required.  Additional personnel requirements are to be selected as the Contractor deems necessary to provide the service levels called for.

SAFETY:

The Contractor will be familiar with and operate within the guidelines set forth by the Occupational Safety and Health Act  (O.S.H.A.) and other Federal, State or local regulations which affect custodial and housekeeping operations.  Material Safety Data Sheets must be supplied to Building Services Division, 1712 W. Charles Page Boulevard on all chemicals utilized under this contract upon its award.  All chemicals utilized must be properly identified with manufacturer’s labels except as permitted under O.S.H.A. regulations.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE (MANDATORY):

The bid terms, conditions and scope will be reviewed, discussed and opened for questions.

REVIEW OF SERVICE:

1. Services will be spot checked by Park and Recreation Department on a regular basis to insure compliance.  Notification will be given to the vendor of any item(s) in need of attention

2. The vendor shall notify the Park and Recreation Department representative of the schedule of all services to be provided on a three month basis so the services can be reviewed upon completion and to avoid potential schedule conflicts with Department activities.

3. A log shall be submitted on a weekly basis to the representative of the Park and Recreation Department listing each site and containing a list of all services performed at each site.  Each site listing shall be signed by the technician performing the work at that site and shall include the date and time the service was performed.

AWARD QUALIFICATION:

Award(s) will be made to the Contractor(s) who are regularly established in the business of custodial services and who have demonstrated the ability to perform the required service in an acceptable manner, price not withstanding.

Specific factors that will be considered by the City include:

1. Technical capability of the Contractor to accomplish the scope of work required.  This includes performance history on past and current government or industrial contracts; and

2. Demonstrated availability of the necessary manpower (both supervisory and operational personnel) and necessary equipment to accomplish the Scope of Work.

3. The City reserves the right to award to multiple contractor,s whichever best suits the City’s needs.

SCOPE OF SERVICES
The work performed as a result of this bid shall be of the highest quality and shall be consistently so throughout the term of the resulting contract.  The work shall consist of complete cleaning and janitorial services as is described herein and shall include all fixtures, floors, walls ceilings, doors, vents and light fixtures as described in the items of work, and shall include the contractor providing all necessary materials and equipment to adequately perform the tasks specified.  It is the intention of the Park and Recreation Department to provide the services specified herein at facilities at the sites listed in the attached Exhibit “A”, but fewer or greater numbers of sites/facilities and numbers of cleaning visits may be included, subject to the availability of funding.  A minimum of 20 fixtures in each region will be included in the awarded work.

The work performed shall be as shown on Exhibit “A”, although as noted may be of varying frequency.  The work assigned will normally be executed on the basis of a seven (7) day work week, including all holidays.
Bid Item #1, BASIC SERVICES:
The following items of work constitute the minimum services to be performed at each as scheduled by the Park Department representative upon each assigned Level 1 visit.  This schedule may include one or more services daily, as listed in the “SITES LISTING” section in Exhibit “A”.  Additionally, sites may be scheduled for additional cleanings on a regular basis upon seven (7) days written notice (includes fax or e-mail) to the Contractor by the City.  Additional daily cleaning visits may be scheduled, on a temporary basis, for up to five (5) consecutive days upon 48 hours’ notice to the contractor by the City.

· Wipe down all fixtures, including toilets, urinals, hand dryers, stall partitions, etc., with an EPA approved disinfectant so that, upon completion, there is no foreign matter or discoloration on the fixture’s surface;

· Scrub insides of toilets bowls, urinals and lavatories with EPA approved claner/disinfectant;

· Clean all mirrors;

· Empty all trash receptacles, sanitary napkin disposal receptacles and replace receptacle liners (owner to provide receptacles);

· Replace all burned out light bulbs inside rest rooms (contractor provides bulbs);

· Sweep and mop floors using an EPA approved disinfectant, leaving no standing water on the floor surface (high pressure washing using disinfectant solution is acceptable, where materials will not be damaged by pressure or moisture, if water is removed from the floor so that no standing puddlels remain);

· Wipe down all horizontal surfaces which may collect dust, including (but not limited to) top ledges of mirrors, doors and toilet stalls, and toilet paper dispensers;

· Refill toilet paper dispensers, and soap dispensers (toilet paper refills will only be the bulk rolls designed for the dispensers and no loose rolls will be left on the premises).

· Inspect premises and report any malfunctions/irregularites to the Park and Recreation Department reprsentative.

Bid Item #2, DEEP CLEANING SERVICES:
The following services shall be performed at each site as listed under the “SITES LISTING” section of Exhibit “A”.

· Scrub all walls (high pressure washing using disinfectant solution is acceptable, in locations where materials will not be damaged by pressure or moisture, and if water is removed from thefloor using a squeegee or mop so that no standing puddles remain).

· Wipe down all partitions.

· Clean all vent grills, and;

· Clean all light fixtures, and;

· Sweep cobwebs from ceilings and corners;

· Scrub all trash and sanitary napkin receptacles.

Bid Item #3 – SEASONAL OPENING PREPARATION:

The services consisting of a combination of Basic and Deep Cleaning services listed above will be performed at the beginning of the oeprating season (starting date to be assigned by January 31 of each calender year) at each site listed under the “SITES LISTING” section of Exhibit “A”.
