The bidder agrees that said amount is presumed to be the damages sustained by the City due to the impracticability and extreme difficulty in fixing the actual damages. The office of the City Clerk will return the bid deposits to the unsuccessful bidders, after a contract has been awarded or all bids have been rejected.

             11. In the event cash discounts are offered by the bidder, the discount date shall begin with the date of invoice,  the date of receipt of all  

                   material covered by the purchase order, or the date of receipt by the City of Tulsa of the original copy of the purchase order with 

                   properly executed Affidavit of Claimant, whichever is the later date.

INTENT:

It is the intent of this bid to secure, on a competitive basis, an annual source for furnishing Fiber Optic Cable and Equipment for the City of Tulsa, Oklahoma.  The City reserves the right to award this bid by item, section or overall low bidder.

GENERAL:

Deviations from specifications on specified items will not be allowed.

The City reserves the right to make final decision as to the quality and compatibility of any fiber optic bid and to award the bid in the best interest of the City.

Bidders are to supply with the bid, specifications on the fiber cable, hardware and any other information beneficial in evaluating the bid.  Failure to comply may result in rejection of the bid.

To assure compatibility and functionality, the successful supplier will be required to provide delivery.

SUPPORTIVE MATERIAL:
All material submitted by a bidder as part of the “Invitation for Sealed bid” shall be considered the property of the City of Tulsa.  The City reserves the right to request, at its discretion, additional information for clarifying the bid submitted.

CITY CONTACT:

Any questions regarding this “Invitation for Sealed Bid” will be handled as promptly and directly as possible.  If a question requires only clarification of instructions or specifications, it will be handled verbally.  If any question results in a change or addition to the “Invitation for Sealed Bids”, the changes or additions will be forwarded to all vendors as quickly as possible by addendum.

VENDOR CONTACT:
Vendors should designate a contact should any questions arise concerning a bid response.  The vendor should also state the name and title of individuals who will make final decision regarding contractual commitment and have legal corporate authority to execute the contract on the vendor’s behalf.

COST OF RESPONSE TO INVITATION FOR SEALED BID:

Bidders agree the City will not be liable for any costs associated with the preparation, transmittal or presentation of any bid in response to this “Invitation for Sealed Bid”.  Further, the City will not be liable for any cost associated with the preparation of materials for, nor the conduct of any benchmark testing which may be required, except for the costs associated with the transportation, lodging and subsistence for City personnel.

RIGHT TO REJECT:

The City of Tulsa reserves the right to reject any or all bids, or may reject or accept any quantity and/or line item at price quoted.  In addition, the bidder should recognize the right of the City to reject a bid if the bidder fails to submit the data required in the bidding document, or if the bid is in any way incomplete, or irregular, or is not in total compliance with the specifications.  any departure from the specifications should be stated in the bid with an explanation of reason for the change.

Bidders will submit two (2) copies of each bid, including sample contracts.

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS:

If, during the term of the contract, the bidder’s net prices to other customers for items like those listed herein are reduced below the price quoted herein, it is understood and agreed that the benefits of such reduction shall be extended to the City of Tulsa.  the supplier will, within fifteen (15) days, provide written notice to the Purchasing Department of the specific amount of decrease and the date of effect.

If, during the term of the contract, the bidder’s cost for material, labor, transportation, etc. are increased, the bidder may apply to the Purchasing Agent for a corresponding contract price adjustment.

Such application must be accompanied by sufficient information to justify approval.  The supplier will provide a minimum of thirty (30) calendar days written notice of the request to increase.  No application for upward price adjustments shall be approved during the first ninety (90) days of the contract period.

SECONDARY OR BACK-UP SOURCE:
The City reserves the right to enter into contract with the second low bidder to be used as a secondary or back-up source.  This source would be used only in the event of the failure of the primary source(s) ability to supply the full needs of the City.

CONTRACT:
The bid submitted will be incorporated as part of the contract.

The successful bidder will be required to enter into a contract with the City of Tulsa within ten (10) days after submission of same.

The term of the contract shall be for a period of one (1) year beginning from the date it is executed by the City.  the contract shall be renewable, with consent of both parties, for two (2) successive one (1) year periods.

AWARD OF BID:
The bid shall be awarded to the firm whose proposal is responsive to the bid and is most advantageous to the City, considering the factors identified in the bid and Section 406E of Title 6, The Purchasing Ordinance set forth below:

406E.  AWARD OF CONTRACT
1.
Authority in the Mayor.  The Mayor shall have the authority to award contracts within the purview of this chapter.

2.
Lowest Secure Bidder.  Contracts shall be awarded to the lowest secure bidder meeting specifications.  Bid Specifications may include a point system for evaluating the lowest secure bid.  In determining "lowest secure bidder", in addition to price, the following factors shall be considered:

a.
The ability, capacity and skill of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service required; 

b.
whether the bidder can perform the contract or provide the service promptly or within the time specified, without delay or interference;

c.
the character, integrity, reputation,  judgment, experience and efficiency of the bidder;

d.
the quality of performance of previous contracts or services;

e.
the previous and existing compliance by the bidder with laws and ordinances relating to the contract or service;

f.
the sufficiency of the financial resources and ability of the bidder to perform the contract or provide the service;

g. the quality, availability and adaptability of the supplies or contractual services to the particular use required;

h.
the ability of the bidder to provide future maintenance and service for the use of the subject of the contract;

i.
where an earlier delivery date would be of great benefit to the requisitioning agency, the date and terms of delivery may be considered in the bid award, and

j.
the number and scope of conditions attached to the bid.

k.
if a point system has been utilized in the bid specifications, the number of points earned by the bidder.

RIGHT TO AUDIT:

Bidder fully understands that it is a condition of this bid to allow the City to audit for goods, services, materials and/or supplies provided to the City of Tulsa.  Bidder agrees to provide timely access to its books and records on Bidder's premises upon reasonable request by City staff.  Bidder further agrees that it shall provide City personnel reasonable access and such clerical assistance as City staff may require for examination and audit of those portions of Bidder's books and records relating to the goods, services, materials and/or supplies furnished to the City during the term of any contract between Bidder and City.
